Hass
san Ben Al took good care that a copy
of this‘correspondence wag mailsd to
the New York Herald, and@ the matter
was - telegraphed around the world.
Such a procedure on the part of the
great Mohammedan chief would have
been nothing unusual, for years ago hea
rendered valuable aid to his friend, Na-
poleon Ney, and it was only by the as-
sistance of Sidi Hmad Omossa  that
the French caravan reached Timbuc-
too. .
