Constable Robert Dowling has nothing!
more to fear from the indictments al-
leging perjury brought against him by the
Grand Miry. This morning, on motion of
the District Attorney, all the charges
were dismissed because of the failure of
juries to convict. When the cases were
called Mr. Snook informed Judge Ogden
that the former trials had been care-
fully and earnestly conducted by the
prosecution, and that In each case the
jury had failed to convict. There is nonew evidence to place before the jurors,
and the inference being that they would i
fail to convict the third time, the Dis-
trict Attorney could see no use in wast- ;
ing the time or the money of the State, jJudge Ogdeu granted the motion to dls- I
miss.

Dowling was Indicted some months ago
on three charges of perjury. All of them |
were connected with swearing to bills I
against the county contracted in his ca- Iparity as Constable. When the first case

was tried the defendant was represented [by Attorney Emll Nusbaumer, and lie iwas acquitted. At the second trial two
weeks ago the jury disagreed, and it was
the retrial of the second case that was
before the court this morning.

The dismissal of the charges was wel-come news io the two tramps named
Kamsey and Carr. who gave the evidence ,
to the Grand Jury to furnish the basis
for the indictment. These two men have ,
b*>en held in custody since Dowling was

Indicted, and to-uay they were released.

SCHEDULE IS

BEING TESTED
First Bill Under the

Woodward Rates.

PAYMENT IS DISPUTED

WORK OF LAST MARCH MAY
GO INTO COU3T.

One Water Company Attempts to Col-
lect for What Was Formerly

Done Free for the
City.

About three weeks ago a story was
published In The Call to the effect that
the water companies of this city Intended
to put into use in the near future the
schedule for water rates fixed by the
'"solid six" of the City Council last March,
and which brought forth such a storm of
public indignation. The story was denied
at the time by the officers of one of the
companies. \u25a0*

Tills morning, when the Police and ire
Commissioners met, a bill was presented
for payment from the Contra Costa Water

|Company for changing and repairing fire
J hydrants as arranged for in the new
j schedule. This Is the first attempt made
to collect under this ordinance, although
it became legal July 1.

In the Woodward ordinance, which
raised such dissatisfaction, it is provided!
that the water companies should be paid
for repairing and putting in fire hydrants
ordered by the Council. In the ordinance j

of the previous year, which was passed
before the two companies had "agreed," !
the work of repairing and placing lire I
hydrants did not cost the city anything.

"City Attorney Dow read the new ordin-
ance stating that the city was to stand
the expense, but Mayor Thomas raised
the question as to whether the ordinance
was in force. It had been passed by the I
Council, but had bourn vetoed by him and |
had i.'

\u25a0 been passed over his veto. By a ;
shrewd piece of manipulation at the time
rates were being fixed, a resolution was |
passed fixing the water rates, as the
charter provides that they can be fixed by
either resolution or ordinance. The- water
companies will probably hold that it is
legal. The Items comprise two lire hy- ;
drants, costing $44 each, and a number
of repairs to other hydrants. After some
discussion, the bill was turned over to
the Chief of the Fire Department for an
explanation. ,
It is believed that this bill Is in the

nature of a test to- see ifa fight will be i

Oakland Is considered a gold mine by under-
writer*, andithere ta no lovel too low for them; i
but clown, down into the pockets of their un-
fortunate victims they gr> and dig up the jroi<S
with which they erect palaces In London, Llv-
erpoolj I'a.rls, Hamburg, Kr«>mra, <-tc, and pay
la\i.«h salaries to their presidents.

The rates on business property are the same
as they were fifteen ears aEO, and in many
instances have been raised and may be called
prohibitory. People caimut insure, but have
to run their cvi) risk.

Do the underwriters K-ot that the people of
Oakland expend nearly SiOO.OOO a year for fire
protection? I don't 'think the

-
do. The

last time they pß'<l our fair city a visit
was when the yir"*t sprinkling was done
by drivers and horses of the fire department.
This state of affairs existed for economical
reasons, but with a team a half a mile away
from the engine house the Insurance companies
jumped up thfc rates. The fire horses have not
been ur.ed for street sprinkling for fifteen years.
The underwriters thould be officially notified
of the fact and be asked to oome down with
the insurance.

But the only way to loosen their iron frrip
which they have on the people will be to in-
struct our Senators nnd Assemblymen to pass
a bill at the next session which will liberate
the oppressed public. ; will further suggest

that our secretary be Instructed to communi-
cate with boarda of tratfe and merchants' asso-
ciations In other cities of our State so that
tney . bo pledge their legislators to pass laws
for the benefit of the peonle.

DENIED THAT HE
WAS THE DEAD MAN

O. F. KBIEG WAS NOT THE UN-
KNOWN CORPSE.

A -Remarkable Case of Mistaken j
Identification Is Puzzling

Oakland's Coroner.

OAKLAND, Oct. 12.— The remains of|
the man recovered from the bay with a j
bullet wound through the head were ident-

'
ified to-day by N. P. Reuss, the pro-!
prietor of bottling works, as those of
Oscar F. Krieg, an employe who worked ?

for him about two years ago, and resided j
in the Twenty-third avenue district. Dur-
ing the afternoon four other men called
at the morgue and corroborated the ident-
ification, all asserting positively that*
the dead man was none other that Krieg,
who of late has been a whisky drummer
for a San Francisco house.

To-night, to the surprise of Coroner
Baldwin and the morgue attendants, Os-
car F. Krleg appeared personally and
positively declared that he was not the
dead man by any means, thus leaving
the Coroner still in the dark as to the
identity of the

* genuine corpse. The
strong resemblance, however, is some-
thing remarkable, but Mrs. Krieg and
four little Kriegs are happy in the j
thought that the husband and father is j
not he who lies cold on a Blab at the

The watch of the deceased was exam-
ined to-day by Jeweler T. M. Fry, 470
Thirteenth street, and he states Itas his
opinion that the timepiece has recently
had a new case put on the old Waltham
works. The case is a gold-filled Cres-
cent, and the works are fitted with the
Appleton & Tracy movement. This
might lead to an Identification.

PROPOSED CENTRAL DEPOT

A DIRECT ItOUTE TO THE RACE
TRACK.

Promoters of the Big Enterprise Only-
Desire the Fair Considei-ation

and Reasonable Support
of the Public.

"An owl boat" to and from Oakland is
a subject that has for years occupied the

3 attention of the host of people who travel
t between San Francisco and the "Modern
1|Athens." This idea of the all-night boat,-

a convenience which has been long prayed
5 for without success, grows out of the ofll-• cial announcement made by representa-
fItives of the Realty Syndicate on Tuesday
1 ievening to a meeting of property owners
3 of Golden Gate, that they intended to es-

tablish a rapid transit, exclusive passen-
ger service ferry between Emeryville and
1 \u25a0 San Francisco.
: Ifthe big company, which has bought
ij up seven-tenths of the street car lines'
I of Oakland and Alameda, and about 4000

!j acres of land within and. outside of the
1 corporate limits of the sister city, could
[ satisfy the public that such a great lux-
[ j ury as the night service would be inaugu-
[ rated, they would find themselves sup-•
Iported by an army of friends, who would' '

otherwise not be deeply Interested in the
\u25a0 j proposition. Such a service would, ac-. : cording to the judgment of those best

j calculated to judge, encourage a good,
\u25a0 Ilucrative travel and popularize the new
j line to a great extent. It would receive,

;I not only the solid support of the over-the-
!i bay people who patronize San Francisco
| playhouses and have to start for home In

| ciscans is the fact that ifsuch boats were, run it would necessitate the operation of
jowl cars on this side of the bay in order
ito accommodate the traffic. Any Institu-

tion that would guarantee such an in-'
novation in this city could pass around

1

the hat and secure fat contributions to
its building fund. In other words the: promoters of the new lerry wou'd be
given additional and substantial encour-
agement if it were an assured fact that
the owl boats would be operated.
In speaking of the idea of an all-night

service yesterday, F. W. Beardslee, gen-
eral agent of the Syndicate Company in

j Alameda County, stated that it was one
! that would be earnestly urged upon the

company when the time came. If the
proper support were given this could be
made a popular feature of the service.

|One of the suggestions in this connection
lie that with such boats there would be
hundreds of San Francisco night work-
ers who would have their homes on the, other side of the bay if they could de-
pend on early morning ferry service.

With reference to the proposed "dis-
| tributing depot," Mr. Beardslee stated
j that the Idea was to locate it on the
j northeast corner of Holden and Buena
Vista streets and to have it occupy oner
half a block. One of the contemplated
features would be an inner court, orna-

SHOT WHILE AT A FUNERAL.

Peculiar Injury of T. J. Hamilton,
the Result of Firing a Volley

Over a Grave.
OAKLAND, Oct. 12.— T. J. Hamilton,

residing at Seventh and Oak streets, sus-
tained a peculiar injury to-day while at-
tending the funeral of a comrade, Joseph
Davis, a colored Grand Army man, who
dropped dead a few days ago.. The re-
mains were interred in the soldiers' plat
in Mountain View Cemetery this after-
noon. As is customary and to give such
funerals a military aspect three voUeys
were fired over the final resting place of
the departed colored veteran and com-
rade.

With the last volley Comrade Hamilton
uttered a scream, for he had received the
full charge of wadding from one of the
guns In his left leg. He was escorted to
the Receiving Hospital where the wound
was dressed by Drs. Stratton and Tobin.

"Four years afiro the railroad company
charged per tourist cars, per berth, with
the earne equipment as now $3, Omaha to
California. As soon as Pullman took
charge the rates were raised to $5."

A letter was also received from Talcott
Williams of the Philadelphia Press, ask-
ing for particulars of the investigation.

T. C. Coogan, local attorney for the
Pullman Company, said that while h© did :
not know what action the company would
take in the matter, he believed that it
would not contest the authority of the
board. Though the sentiment of the board
was against much further delay, Mr. Coo-
gan was finally allowed two weeks in
which to find out the attitude of the Pull-
man directors in Chicago, after which the
meeting adjourned.

An Eye to Improvement.
L. M. King, superintendent of the street

department of the Merchants' Association,
returned yesterday from a six weeks'
trip to the East, where he had been sent
by the association to gather information
us to the methods adopted in the larger
cities on the Atlantic side in the matters
ot sewerage, garbage, pavements, etc.
Mr. King: has visited every city of note
and he states that in very many respects
San Francisco is far behind the times.
However in none of the municipalities did
he find everything- perfect. One city would
excel in its sewer system, anothor in its
pavements and another in the matter of
aisposißg of its prartiago. He will have :
many valuable suggestions to make for
the benefit of this city in matters when
the association makes recommendations
to the Supervisors for public improve-
ments.
