Ihadn't been
there fifteen minutes before Iknew
that my understudy had got the best of
it;but it was too late for an exchange

and Istayed itout till the last.
The Mean*. Mathews and Bulger

have, Iadmit, never been more impor-

tant than the Frawley Company AND
Blanche Bates (the posters and pro-
grammes very properly Insist on this
big "and"), but one wearies of writing

about even the Frawleys all the time.
Variety At the spice of life and a6last
season Mr. Mathews and Mr. Bulger

had given us the epice that is the life
of variety Idid not have the courage

to stay away from them this time.
Perhaps you remember them in a piece

called "A Trip to Coney Island." or
6omething like that. It was a silly

piece, the very inflammation of Ameri-
can farce comedy, but it was relent-
lessly laughable. You went and you
laughed and lost your right to say
unpretty things about the show after-
ward when your normal solemn mood

set in. Mathews. with his tireless pho-
nographic persistence, and Bulger, with

his sublimated tramp comicality, and
the speed and patness of their gags, all
conspired to make you forget such
things as sanity and seriousness and I
dramatic criti<-i=Tn. And then there
was a pretty little girl who sang coon j
gongs with the real pumpkin-colored

swagger and made herself a topic of,
the town. For all Iknow she may still 1
be with the company, but if so a year's i
time has wrought terrible changes.

The
comedy, while Itlacks the uproarious ac-
tion, the broad humor and many ridicu-
lous situations of "The Gay Parisians," is
clean and neat. There are no sugges-
tions of the improper, and the fun is in-
nocent and naturally born.

"Love in Harness" is a probable piece,
not a miracle play, where the most as-
tounding events occur by supernatural
agency and are taken ac a matter of
course by the actors and the audience.
Frawiey and Hickman played their parts
as the forsaken husbands quietly and
naturally, and the creases in their panta
\u25a0were faultlefss. Mathleu has a very Bmall
role—in fact, that of a walking gentle-
man, and it Is so small. Indeed, that it
does not matter much whether he plays
it well or Illy.

The women of the comedy were excel-
lent, and the piece went off with a snap
and go that was most refreshing to the
first nighters.

ELEVEN JURORS
DECLARE NEAD

TO BE INNOCENT
Oneof the Panel Held

Out forConviction.

THE PRISONER BROKE DOWN

ALLOWED TO GO ON HIS OWN
RECOGNIZANCE.

Nead Considers the Ballot of the
Jury to Be Virtually a

Verdict in His
Favor.

A verdict of eleven to one In favor of

!acquittal was the result of the trial of
:John M. Nead for vagrancy, just con-
ieluded before Judge Conlan.

The prosecution closed its case after
;the examination of three witnesses had
!been sworn. The first of these was Hat-

l tie Roberts, with whom it had been stat-

! Ed Xead and his wife had been seen in
i the Thalia. Following her came Gus
i Welter, who testified to having been
'\u25a0 spoken to by Mrs. Nead and to having ac-'

companied her home. Mrs. Nead herself
was the last witness.

Mrs. Nead was asked how long she had

b*en in the city and then ifshe knew the
;defendant. "Yes, he is my husband," she

said. Mr. Lemon, prosecuting counsel,

then announced that under that state-
ment he would ask no further questions.

Mr. Gallagher then waived any right to

remain siler.t that she had as the wife of

the accused, and the court also took a
hand and quieted the rather heated ar-
gument the lawyers were getting into.

Judge Conlan asked the witness if she
•waived any rights she had and she said j
she did ao. The prosecution was told to j
go on with its questions. Mr. Lemon j
wanted to ask only one, however— "Do j
you live at 125 Turk street?" The wit- j

admitted that she did, and then the j
prosecution declared Its case closed.

Mrs. Nead was the first witness for the i
defense. She was asked if she had done ;

aii the things she is accused of doing and j

she denied each as it was enumerated to
her. She also denied knowing the peo- j
pie who had so positively identified her—.
Teasfe Smith, Hattie Roberts the police |
officers and the two women who said she
had lived in their houses, and the men j
who had testified to having been spoken
to by her in the street. She denied also j
being in the Thalia on any occasion.

Frank Bell and C. A. Reynolds, her
own attorney and the prosecuting attor-
ney of Police Court No. 4 were called to ;
impeach the record of her conviction in
that court, but this was not allowed.

Nead fcimseif was then called. He told
how ho went to the Golden Eagle Hotel
when he and his wife first came to the
city and how after living there for a
week they bought a little store on Mar-
ket street. They sold this out in the
Latter part of July, and since then he
Bald he had been making his living by
selling religious books. He submitted two
authorizations to exhort from the First
Methodist Church of Sioux City. lowa, \
signed by the pastor of the church G .v . |
v Brown. One of these was dated July.
U96 and the other November, 1597. A tele- '\u25a0

gram to the Mayor and one to the Chief
of Police, both of which have been pub-
lished here, -were aiso allowed in evidence
against the protest of the prosecution.
The court ruled, however, that anything
that would tend to help the case of the
defendant was admissible. Nead was then
h-d through a long list of denials similar
to those made by Mrs. Nead.

The most important part of his testi-
mony was in regard to the events of the
night of September 23, on which It is
charged that Mrs. Nead spoke to Poilce-
man Joy on the street. *>cad said his
wife was sick all that afternoon and
evening and that she did not leave the
house. He said he remembered itbecause
he had put it down in his diary, and then
he was asked to show the diary. He did
so and was rigidlycross-examined by Mr
Lennon and made some additions and
erasures. The book was finally ad-
mitted in evidence. It served as the basis
on which Lennon attacked the testimony

of both the defendant and his wife.
It had been shown by one or the wit-

nesses for the prosecution that in the
evening Nead appeared with a lightmus-
tache and in the evening he was clean
shaven or had a dark mustache. This
Nead denied, and he added that he never
dyed his mustache or wore a false one. He
said the only times he had ever been to

the Thalia was after the arrest of his
wife and then he went down there to see
what kind of a place it was, as he had
heard that there were to be witnesses
from there.

_
Several witnesses were then called to

testify to the good character held by

Nead and his wife, and the case closed.
The attorneys wanted to argrue the case,

and Mr. Lemon to save time waived his
opening address. To this Mr. Gallagher
objected, but the court allowed it,and for
an hour the case was argued pro and con.

After btlngout over two hours the Jury

failed to arrive at a verdict and was dis-
charged It is understood that the jurors
stood eleven for acquittal and one for
conviction. Judge Conlan at once ordered
the defendant released on his own recog-

Xead broke down and wept bltterly
when the foreman of the jury announced
that it was impossible to agree on a ver-
dict As the jurors filed out of the court
room Nead, with tears streaming down
his cheeks shook hands with several of
them. The wife, who was also crying,
led him from the court room, after vainly
endeavoring to cheer him up.

A SLAP SUGGESTS DEATH.

A Family Quarrel IMves Kate Pan-
chella to Attempt Suicide.

Kate Panchella, residing at 21 Ohio
street, attempted suicide last evening be-
taking a dose of iodine. The reason of
her desire to die was a quarrel with her
husband, during which he slapped her.

The husband, Joe Panchella, a horse-
shoer, says that this is the third attempt
his wife has made to kill herself. She
left home a few days ago, while drink-
ing heavily, but was persuaded to return
by her husband. An effort was made to
settle the differences between the two and
the attempt was so successful that the
husband finally gave her some money
with which to buy trinkets as a peace
offering. In discussing the trouble a
quarrel resulted, in which Panchella slap-
ped his wife. She went to a neighboring
drug store and purchased the tincture of

Mrs. Panchella was taken to the Hafbor
Receiving Hospital, where she was treat-
ed by Dr. Fitzgibbon. Up to a late hour
last night she was still unconscious from
the effects of the lodine, but the physi-
cians believe that she will recover.

trouble with her aristocratic husband.
Dr. Hemphlll started a week ago to-day

at an hour's notice, but his absence was
not generally known until last Sunday,
when Rev. S. 8. Kerr filled his pulpit.
Mrs. HemDhill went to England several
weeks ago to assist her daughter, and it
was the receipt of an urgent telegram
from her that started Dr. pemphllloff so
suddenly.

The marital troubles of Mrs. Daniell
have long been the subject of gossip on
both sides of the Atlantic. She is the
daughter of Mrs. Hemphlll by a former

marriage, her father's name being Cog-

hill. Miss Coghill married R. P. Hastings, j
son of the late Judge S. C. Hastings by

whom she had two children. After her nus-
band's death she went to England and m
ISA was married to Daniell. a member or
an aristocratic English family. «ne™
Hastings died he left his entire fortune to

the widow, making no provision for tne

SACRAMENTO. July 30th, 1898.

WHEREAS, The Legislature of the State of

California, at Its thirty-second session begin-

ning on the fourth day of January. A. D. 1397.
two-thlrda of all the members elected to each
of the two houses of said Legislature voting

in favor thereof, proposed the following: de-

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.
] (Being Senate Constitutional Amendment No.

! A resolution to propose to the peopl* of the
;Etate of California an amendment to section

'\u25a0 eighteen of article eleven of the Constitu-
1 tion In relation to revenue and taxation, by

•which it 1b proposed to am«nd said section to
read as follows:

Section IS. No county, city, town, townsmp.

board of education or school district shall in-

cur any indebtedness or liability in any man-
ner or for any purpose exceedtng in any year

the income and revenue provided for it for
such year, without the a.<->;ent of two-thirds
of the qualified electors thereof, voting at an
election to be held for that purpose, nor un-
less before, or at the tirr.e of incurring sucn
indebtedness, provision shall be made for the

collection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness aa it falls
due and also provision to constitute a slaking

fund for the payment of the principal thereof
:on or before maturity, which shall not exceed
forty years from the time of contracting the

came; provided, however, that the City and
County of San Francisco may at any tin. pay
the unpaid claims with interest thereon for

materials furnished to and- work done for said
city and county during the forty-third and
forty-fourth fiscal years, out of the income ana
revenue of any succeeding year or years; pro-

vided that any and all claims for maxlng. re-
pairing, altering or for any work done upon or
for any material furnished for any street, lane,
alley, court, place or sidewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or f-ewers in said city

and county are hereby excerted from the pro-

visions of this section; and In determining any

claim permitted to be paid by this section, no
statute of limitations shall apply in any man-
ner and provided further, that the City of

Vallejo In Solano County, may pay its \u25a0?xlst-

lng indebtedness incurred in the construction
of its water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election ,held for

that purpose shall so decide. Any indebted-

ness or liabilityIncurred contrary to this pro-

vision, with the exception hereinbefore recited,

to the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
