WAR RECORD OF
"COLONEL" BURNS

While the "Tocsin" Act Was
On He Never Left the

State.
CALL HEADQUARTERS. SACRA-

MENTO, Jan. 11.—"When the tocsin of
•war was sounded throughout the land he
shouldered his musket and hastened to his
country's call. And when a million men
laid down their arms he returned to the
land of his adoption and resumed the
peaceful pursuits of ordinary life."

Assemblyman Cobb of San Francisco,
placing the name of the man from Mexico

:before the Assembly as a candidate for
.United States Senator, spoke thus beau-
tifully of the brilliant war record of
.Colonel Daniel M. Burns.

Senator Wolfe of San Francisco, plac-
ing the colonel in nomination before the
joint convention of the Senate and As-
sembly to-day, referred touchingly to the
fact that the colonel had "followed in the
ranks with those who responded to the. call to ?:ivo the Union."

Assemblyman C'obb's very pretty sen-
tence is somewhat spoiled by the facts.
The records in the office of the adjutant
general of California do not altogether
near Mr. Cobb out in his well rounded
sentence about the "tocsin of war" and
the colonel's connection with the said
toosin.

The records of the adjutant general's
office show that Daniel M. Burns enlist-
ed in Company B, Fourth California In-
fantry, in the city of Sacramento, on
March 29, 1884. This was the time at
which "he hastened to Ins country's call."
Bul hero is wh«re Assemblyman Cobb
er"red when hf said: "And when a million
men laid down their arms he returned to
the land of his adoption and resumed the
peaceful pursuits of ordinary life." This
sounds very nice. The only trouble with
-the sentence is that the facts are nottrue', it was never necessary for the
colonel, when he laid down his musket,
tO "return to the land of his adoption"
for the reason that from the time the

In of war was sounded" for him up
to the time the tocsin ceased sounding he
never left the State of California and he
never took but one trip away from San
Francisco Bay.

Tlit> colonel was mustered in at Sacra-
mento and mustered out at Drum bar-
racks. .San Francisco. It was not neces-
sary for him when he <juit to make any
long trip either by land or s»-a to get
back to "the land of his adoption" for
the reason that he never at any time left
it.

Company B of the Fourth California In-
fantry, in which Colonel Burns held the
rank of Corporal, was at Drum barracks
San Francisco, from December, 1863 to
April, lxtiT.. On the 4th of February, ISOS.Corporal JJurns was transferred from
Company B to Company (' of the same\u25a0regiment, and that company was sta-
tion.-<i at .Los Angeles, Camp Cady, from
February, 1866, until the time of the mus-
ter-out.

The Fourth California Infantry was or-
ganized September 21. ISO, at Placervilleand Auburn. The flrst commander was• 'olonel H. M. Judah. He was succeeded!by >'(.lonel James K.Curtis. The regiment
was Brst stationed at Auburn and five
companies were sent to Oregon to relieve
the regulars there. In 1882 five compan-
ies were stationed ai ('amp Union, near
Sacramento. In May. 1862, headqu
were removed to Camp Latham at Los
Angeles. InSeptember of 1862 they weretransferred to Drum barracks •
Francisco, and there the headquart.
the regiment remained during theof its time nf si rvice. Here is \Corporal Burns put in the time of his
enlistrr.'-nt.

But where did Corporal Burns fall heir
to the title of <'olonel. which lie i
with such becoming dignity and grace""
He did not get it when the "tocsin of
war" was Bounding. The Corporal ob-
tained that title by sounding the ;
of politics. January lit, l^su. General JohnF. Bheehan of the Fourth Brigade of the
California National Guard, made himMajor and paymaster on his staff. May
25. 1882. General Tozier reappointed him
Then Major Burns dropped out of the ser-
vice for a time, for the tocsin had sound-
ed for him. But this time it was a dif-
ferent kind of a tocsin. It was the tocsin
of the Grand Jury of Sacramento coun-
ty which sounded twelve cou&ts against
Major Burns for embezzling the funds of
the people of the State of California,
\u25a0which, as Secretary of State, he had mis-
appropriated. ,

But January 8, 1891. Governor H. H.
Markham gave to Major Burns the title
of Colonel, for he made him Inspector of
Rifle Practice on his Ptaif. After a ser-
vice of two years and a half the Colonel
wearied of military honors, and on July

24. 1893, he laid down his arms, "and re-
sumed the peaceful pursuits of ordinary
life" at the Oakland race track, with
the bookmakers, the touts and the sure-
thing gamblers who gather there as vul-
tures do about a decaying corpse.

CONFIDENCE HAS GONE
FROM THE BURNS CAMP

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, Jan. 11.— The air of confidence
which has been one of the principal feat-
ures characterizing the Burns fight and
fighters has gone. To-night the touts, the
members of the Federal Brigade and the
professional politicians who have been
lined up here for ten days last past labor-
ing for the colonel wore a very blue air.
The colonel himself received in the par-
lors of the Golden Eagle and If anybody
desired to converse with him on conflden-
itial topics he was taken to a nearby
Iroom. The colonel is still firm in his de-
I termination not to be interviewed. He re-
I fuses tn talk to representatives of the
!press. Major McLaughlin was also non-

\u25a0 communicative to-night. He denies that
he stated that Burns was to receive sev-
enteen additional votes to-day. But the
major did say last evening that within
the next day or so Burns would receive
an added strength of that number of
votes. To-night the major says that he

:thinks Burns will have some more votes
to-morrow, but declines to state just how
many or where they are to come from.
The other Burns lieutenants are also talk-
ing about the gains that the colonel will
make on the third ballot, but they decline

I to give any details or reasons for their
i prophecy.

IOWA MAY TAX FOREIGN
INSURANCE COMPANIES

PUBUQUE. lowa, Jan. 11.—Judge |
Phlras, in the United States District
Court, to-day rendered an opinion sus-
taining the constitutionality of the lowa j
law taxing foreign insurance companies, j
The plaintiffs sought an injunction re- I
straining the collection of a 3Vi per cent \
tax levied under the new State law. They j
attacked the law on the ground that it j
was unconstitutional, with special refer-
ence to the section of the Federal constl- i
Union prohibiting the enactment of legis-
lation that would abrogate treaty rights
of other countries. The plaintiffs, who arc
citizens of England, claimed the treaty
with the United States provided that no
special tax or restriction be levied against
English citizens who may engage in busi-
ness here. The questions raised in the
income tax case also were brought up.

Judge Shiras decides in favor of the
State of Iowa: holds that the point made
by the plaintiffs regarding the treaty is
weak, and declares the State could go
farther and pass a law shutting them outentirely.

LIBERTY IS
GRANTED TO

A MURDERESS
Mrs. Anna Mentel Is

Admitted to Bail.

Oakland Office San Francieoo Call,
908 Broadway, Jan. 11.

Mrs. Anna Mentel was granted her lib-
erty to-day on condition of putting up
bonds to the amount of $20,000. Her fa-
ther will probably appear before Judge
Hall to-morrow with the bondsmen and
the young murderess will walk out of tho
County Jail.

Attorney W. W. Foote appeared before
Judge Hall this morning and made an ar-
gument, in which he stated that from the
evidence in the case he was convinced
that Mrs. Mentel could not be convicted
of murder in the first degree and ho
therefore formally made a motion that
she be admitted to ball in any reasonable
sum which the court saw fit to decide
upon. Attorney Foote recited some of the
evidence in the case, stating that the de-
fendant had voluntarily given herself up
to justice immediately after the shooting
and also rf«ferring to the fact that the
physician who examined her at the hos-
pital had testified that there were bruises
upon ht-r arm and body which must have
been produced by a struggle.

Mrs. Mentel's attorney called theeourt's
attention to the agreement with ex-Dis-
tri'-t Attorney Snook, who prosecuted the
ease at the preliminary examination, by
which the prosecution admitted that a
conviction of murder in the first degree
was not possible.

Mr. Foote took a side Blap at Justice
Morris of Alameda, who is not possessed
of a certificate to practice law, but grad-
uated to the bench from a Constable's
office. "Without wishing to cast any re-
flection on his Honor Justice Morris of
Alameda," said Mr.Foote, "Ido not think
Itis exercising very good judgment for a
country Justice to hold the defendant
without bail -when advised by the Dis-
trict Attorney that bail was permissi-
ble."

District Attorney Allen did not deny
that his predecessor had agreed that the
case waji one in which bail might be ac-
cepted, but he said that later develop-
ments in the case rendered it highly
probable that a jury would bring in a
verdict In the highest degree.

He referred to the fact that Mentel had
been found lying with one hand In hlB
pocket and resting upon a bundle, which
went to show that he had been carrying
the bundle In the other arm and had made
no struggle.

Judge Hall said he had looked into the
evidence and was satisfied that he could
properly grant bail, which would be fixed
at $20,000.

Mrs. Mentel. when arraigned on the
charge of murder, was very self-possessed
and in a very firm voice answered "Not
guilty."

At the request of Mr. Foote, who said
that his associate counsel, Senator Earl,
was busy in Sacramento, a continuance
of one week was granted.

Father McNally has long been
recognized as one of the most
broadminded theologians in Ala-
meda County. He has never been
backward In doing everything in
his power to forward local im-
provements and propositions tend-
ing to benefit this city. Inaddition
to his duties of the priesthood he
Is considerably interested In a
model ranch which he owns away
up in the Fruitvale Hills. This
ranch is known on account of many
experiments in agriculture which
Father McNally has made. For
