The Sierra Nevada assessment of 20c per
share will be delinquent in the office to-day.

The official report of General Manager Ross
of the Comstock Pumpling Association for the
week ending February 17 is as follows: Dur-
Ing the past week the pressure column of the
Risdon pumping plant was safely installed,
making a continuous line of 1500 feet of 12-
inch pipe. A slight delay was caused, due to
the placing of an expansion joint in the pipe
line that required special care {n bracing and
staying it properly in the shaft. Slight changes
were made in the discharge pipe and a few
special connections had to be made at differ-
ent points along the line of the column. These
are all finished and the last connections are
being made, so that the line can be tested to-
morrow (February 18). For the safety of our
work we have installed an electric line from
our tank connecting with the water company’s
flume to our valves in the pressure line on the
1750 level. The line can be extended when re-
quired and is so arranged as to work auto-
matically. In addition to this device we will
use telephone communication between our tank
and the 1750 statlon, so that our men in charge
of the elevator can be constantly advised of
the condition of the tank and flume by the
water company's watchman who will be on
duty. Four hundred feet of the Osbiston shaft
connection with the Sutro tunnel has been
cleaned out, making a total of 940 feet.

M. W. Fox, president, and Joseph R. Ryan,
superintendent, of the Hale & Norcross Mining
Company inspected the pumping plant as in-
stalled and examined the Hale & Norcross
connection with the south lateral branch of the
Sutro tunnel, with a view of making necessary
repairs to catch up such surface water as is
now flowing into the lower level. When the re-
pairs are made the water will be delivered into
the south lateral of the Sutro tunnel.

In the Sierra Nevada mine the north drift
from the main northwest drift on the 140 level
was advanced 34 feet during the past week and
is now out 100 feet. The face is in porphyry
and clay, with seams of quartz. On the 500
level of the Union shaft workings the south
drift from the top of the raise at a point
feet up is out 71 feet. The face is in clay and
porphyry.

The official report from the Consolidated
California and Virginia mine states that during
the past week the pressure pipe of the Risdon
pumping -plant was safely installed in the C
and C. shaft. The station on the 1400 level
was completed and a second set of chairs put
in working order for this level. The first bulk-
head was drained out and 80 feet of the drift
cleaned out, retimbered and track laild, the
intention being to put the level In first-class
repair. Work has been continued on the in-
stallation of the electric plant just above the
1750 level. All of the machinery Is in
order, so that work can be started on the lower
levels as soon as they are drained.

In the Ophir mine, in the old Central tunnel
workings, the north drift toward the Mexican
mine has been extended 10 feet; total length,
h4 feet; face in quartz assaying 80c gold and
1.76 ounces silver. The iron, copper and lead
sulphides that are again showing in the face
of the drift now carry more goid and silver
than at any time since the drift was started.
On the Sutro tunnel level of the Ophir the
water-wheel and blower station has been com-
pleted and the machinery placed in position.
Connection will be made with the pressure ({)lpe
and the blower started. As soon as the drift
has been cooled work will be started on the
connecti drift.

In themi*cst & Belcher and Gould & Curry
mines 400 feet of the connecting drift between
the north lateral and Osbiston shaft has been
cleaned out and track laid, making the total
distance repaired 940 feet. At this point the
shaft was reached and the station found to be
partly caved and the shaft so tightly packed
with timbers and debris from the surface that
it is necessary to blast the timbers beforé they
can be taken out. This work is now being
done with three shifts of three men each. Re-
timbering will be started next week. There is
quite a stream of water flowing down the shaft,
but it has not been possible to measure the

flow as yet.
