DELIBERATELY INSULT
MEXICO’S EMBASSADOR

WASHINGTON, April 9.—1It is painfully
apparent European Embassadors here
have determined to boycott their new
colleague, Mr. Asplroz of Mexico. There
have been suspicious circumstances from
the hour of his arrival, but the officials of
our Governmeht and Washington society
generally have been reluctant to believe
such eminent and broad minded states-
men as Sir Julian Paunceforte, Count Cas-
sili, Dr. von Holleben, Jules Cambon and
others would deliberately humiliate a
stranger, and one so amiable and honor-
able as the Embassador from Mexico,

They no longer conceal their inten-
tlons, and Count Lichdervelde, the Bel-
gian Minister, who telegraphed to Brus-
sels for instructions as to the course he
should pursue, has been directed by his
Gavernment to stand by the representa-
tives of European powers and freeze the
Mexicar out.

They did not call upon him before his
presentation. When he called . upon
them they were not at home, and none
of them appeared at his reception.

This might have been due to a series of
accidents, but it was no accident that
every member of the diplomatic corps
sent regrets to the reception which ex-
Secretary and Mrs. John . Foyer gave
in honor of Mr. and Mrs. Aspiroz last
Wednesday evening, which was not only a
slight to the guests of that evening but
to‘the hgsts aﬂso.

‘esterday afternoon at a tea given b
Countess {Achderveld. wife of the Bel’c
ian Minister, the truth came out. The

exican Embassador and Mrs, Aspiroz
were the only members of the diplomatic
corps who were not present, and their
absence was due to a failure to reveice
invitations. It was a deliberate insult.

The pretext for the boycott lies ir the
historical fact that thirty years ago Mr.
Aspiroz happened to be the Judge Advo-
cate General of the Mexican Army, who
was detained by President Juarez to try
Pretender Maximilian, the Austrian arcl-
duke, who, under protection of Loniy
Napoleon of France, claimed the throne
of Mexico. But why the performance of
a military duty under orders from his
Government by Mr. Aspiroz a third of a
century ago should make 9im an una:
associate of the British, German. French,
Russian and Italian embassadors ;s diffi-
cult to understand.

Great Britain and Germany refused to
sustain Maximilian and practically re-
pudiated the invasion of Mexico, and it
s not believed either of these govern-
ments will approve the action of its Em-
g?su?lor in declaring ha boycott against

OF GEN. LUDLOW

Lanuza Refusesto Grant
Ortiz’s Request.

THAT INCOMMUNICADO LAW

MILITARY GOVERNOR INTER-
FERED FOR AMERICANS.

Cuban Generals Have Not Yet Noti-
fied Gomez of His Re-Election as
Commander-in-Chief of the
Insurgent Army.

Special Dispatch to The Call

HAVANA, April 9.—Secretary of Jus-
tice Lanuza will probably not comply
with the request of Judge Ortiz of the
Guadaloupe District Court, Havana
Province, to prosecute General Ludlow,
the military Governcr, for “interfering
to prevent Dr. Jolliffe and Mr. Barton,
Americans, being kept incommunicado,
as provided by the Spanish law.”

If the matter is brought to an issue
the question will be whether an Amer-
ican official has a right to issue an oOr-
der contravening a Spanish law unless
supported by decree of the Governor
General. Judge Ortiz insists that the
incommunicado law is in full force, like
all other Spanish laws which General
Brooke's proclamation of January 1
affirmed were to be unchanged. Mr.
Ludlow intervened in the case of Jol-
liffe and Barton because the Spanish
cfficials refused to allow the attorneys
and friends of the prisoners to have ac-
cess to them. It was this condition of
things that prompted his written in-
structions to Judge Ortiz not to apply
the incommunicado rule to Americans.

All railway communication from Ha-
vana eastward is suspended because
the strike of 200 employes of the united
railways affects the provinces of Ma-
tanzas and Santa Clara, as well as the
routes to Guanajay, province of Pinar
del Rio, and to Batanbano, where the
steamships make their communication
with Havana. No¢ freight or passengers
could be moved to-day. The inconveni-
ence resulting is very great. It is hoped,
however, that the strike will be settled
amicably.

To-day the Cuban generals who yes-
terday elected General Gomez com-
mander-in-chief were to notify him
officially of their action. They had not
done s¢ up to 7 o’clock this evening, but
it is reported that he is to be waited
upon by a committee during the course
of the evening. There are so many
contradictory reports as to their inten-
tions and doings that the fact of their
accomplishing little or ncthing is be-
ginning to discredit in advance what-
ever action they may ultimately take,
which, at the best, will be merely con-
ferring an honorary distinction, as Gen-
eral Brooke is preparing to handle the
payment of the Cuban army quite in-
dependently of General Gomez.

A soldier at Matanzas yesterday, one
of a squad cleaning the ccurtyard of
the castle, found a Spanish gold piece.
The members of the squad immediately
staked off claims in Western style and
dug up the whole yard, finding coins
dated all the way from 1730 to 1808 and
worth 306 American dollars.
