
SCORES OF BODIES
IN RUINS OF THE

TORNADO'S TRACK

Heartrending Scenes of Death
and Desolation in Storm-

Swept Towns.
KIRKSVILLE,Mo., April 28.— As a I

result of the tornado that swept
through the eastern portion of this city

last evening demolishing half of the
residences and other buildings two

hundred families are homeless and
and nearly fifty dead bodies and
seventy injured persons have been re-
covered from the ruins. More than a i
dozen of the injured will die. Although

rescuers have been searching the ruins j
ever since the storm spent Its fury I
many are still missing and it is thought !
that a considerable number of the tin-!
fortun were consumed In the flames I
that broke out soon after the storm had j
ceased. The work of rescue continues,

but it may be days fore the total j
number of victims is known. As far I
as known the names of the dead and in-
jured are as follows:

The tornado struck the city last evening
when most of the residents were at sup-
ppr, cutting a clean path one mile longj
and COO feet wide through the residence
section and leaving death and destruction
in its wake. Buildings were demolished
or twisted apart and scattered to the four
wind: A conservative estimate places
the aggregate amount of damage at $200,-
--fv>o the individual losses ranging from
Jl'iu to $8000.

The wind played many pranks and there
were some miraculous escapes. J. T.
Coonfield and his family were eating sup-
per when the tornado struck their home.
The house was picked up and carried
across a slough and dumped up against
a hill. The building was not completely
wrecked, and the family escaped without
anything worse than a severe shaking up.
Houses on both sides of the residence of
W. M. Hull were blown into splinters,
but the wind was content with twisting
his house off its foundation and leaving
it Intact. The house was in the center of
the district, and it was used as a hospital
after the inn.

P. J. Rleger, a prominent attorney, ran
right into the path of the storm to save
his family, who were helpless with fear.
Dashing into the house, he carried his
\u25a0wife and children into the cellar. As he
stumbled into the place of safety the
building was leveled to the ground. He
was just in tin to save his loved ones
and is happy, although his loss by the
cyclone amounts to J3OOO.

Among the first of the buildings wrecked
was the $10,000 residence of Mrs. Hensley,
iii the southeastern part of the city. Not

a vestige of it is left. The Catholic i
Church, a fine brick structure in the east-
ern part, was unroofed and otherwise
damaged. The dwellingof Judge Andrew |
Ellison, in the same locality, was stripped \u25a0

of Its second story. He and his family
and John Dogheny took refuge in the
cellar and were saved. The residence of
H. Lowell, just outside of town, was <

twisted Into a heap of ruins and three of
his children killed and burned In the j
.!• bris. Other large residences were lifted :
from their foundations and literally torn
Into kindling wood.
For a time the people in that portion of

the town not touched by the storm were
stricken, but as soon as they recov- 1

\u25a0red their wits they immediately went to
the aid of their unfortunate townsmen.
'alls were sent to surrounding towns andwere quickly responded to. The wounded
were carried to the homes of hospitable
people in the neighborhood. Twenty-five
doctors from Moberly, Macon and other

'
points along the line of the Wabash rail- :
road came to Kirksville last night in re-
sponse to urgent calls for medical assist-
ance. The visiting doctors co-operated
with the local physicians and the work of
caring for the wounded was expedited.
Hundreds of persons visited tue stricken

'
district ot-day and a large number of 1
=ightseers came from neighboring towns.
The special officers would not allow any

'

one without authority to go through the
ruined district. Kirksville streets have
l>een hub deep in mud ever since the first '
-pring shower, and the rain that followedthe tornado has made them impassable
for wagon?. This state of affairs hinders
ihr> work of gathering the dead and makes
the compilation of the great list of victims
Impossible for the time being. All busi-
ness has been enued, and the only j
stores open for business are those dealing |
in drugs.

The scenes of the rescuers were horri- |
fying. An aged man and his wife :
had evidently been eating L.eir evening
meal when the cyclone struck and carried
their home away. They had clasped each
other in their arms and were found dead j
i>n the ground some distance away from

'
where their home had been. No trace of
their house has been seen. Several of the i
dead were found in spots which would I
have been the center of the house had the
buildingnot been blown to splinters. This
was the case with Mrs. Panscnott, who \u25a0

suffered a most terrible death. Her head-
l< ss body, with its arms clasping her life- |
less baby, was discovered on the floor of
tho house, which was left as a razed plat- ,
form in an open field. The head was as !

nicely severed as ifit had been done with
a knife and was about twenty feet dis-
tant. Two children had been lyingin a
cot in one of the destroyed homes.

The house was carried away, but the
floor of the first story and the founda-
tion were left, the wind liftingthe house
from the sills and tumbling it a long dis-
tance. The cot on which the little ones
lay was lifted up with them on it and
carried fully a block and a half and set
down on the ground. Neither of the chil-
dren was hurt. Along the railroad track
between tho depot and lloggs Crossing,
a distance of a half mile, was a mas of
debris. The wrecks of many homes were
scattered along there and tho trees v.- re
tilled with hodclothing and other house-
hold goods.

Mayor Noonan, assisted by a number of
citizen opened an Intelligence bureau at
noon. Messengers were sent through the
stricken district in search of persons who
were known to have resided in that sec-
tion of the town. Every citizen ma it
his duty to report at the bureau of in-
formation all cases of death, injury and
of persons missing. In this way some
little degree of order was brought out of
chaos.

- •

At 2 o'clock it was said at headquar- j
ters that the Injured so far numbered
seventy-four, with about a dozen cases !
which arc sure to result fatally. This list \
is not complete, however.

There are two undertakers in Kirks-
ville. and together they had all they
could do taking care of the dead. A
meeting of citizens, at which the Mayor
presided, was held this afternoon at "the
opera-house. Committees were appointed
to systematize the work of clearing away
the debris, and finding shelter for the
homeless ones and raising funds for their
temporary care. The i are at least 1000
homeless people in Kirksville to-night.

The freaks of the storm were many,
but one of the strangest occurrences was
the finding of a crooning baby out in a
field far from any house. The child was
scarcely scratched. No one has called for
the baby and it has not been identified. i
Another baby was found where it had
been bruised to death by the violent wind.
This baby also has not been identified.

Among the horrors of the storm was
the finding of the corpse of a 16-year-old !
girl, with a two-by-four scantling driven
through her body. The body of a little
child was found, with the limb of a treesticking through its neck. A citizen was
found after the storm standing over thebody of his dead wife. The head had i
been crushed and severed from the body.

MYSTERY OF STARR'S
FATE IS NOT SOLVED

LOS
ANGELES, April 28.— Four

days have elapsed since Hillary
S. Starr, the young superinten-
dent of the Oak Knoll ranch,
near Pasadena, suddenly disap-

peared, under circumstances strongly
pointing to murder. Up to a late hour
to-night no solution of the tragical
mystery has been found, although offi-
cers have continued the search and
have investigated every clev.\

Wilson Lako, the historic body of
\ water at the base of the old Mission
Mill, has been thoroughly dragged for1
the body of the missing man, but noth-

| ing was found that would lead to the'
conclusion that his captors or abduct-

iors had attempted to conceal the crime
:by throwing Starr's body Into the lake.
1 While the public belief In Pasadena
still leans to the theory of murder and

i robbery, there are those, including
;some officers, who incline to the opinion
\ that Starr may have taken this sen-
| sational method to voluntarily disap-
pear from his home.

As Stan- is admitted to have
possessed a gloomy disposition, he may
|have wandered away while temporarily

insane, but his friends contend that his
\u25a0 family relations were of the best, and
jthat Starr would hardly smash his own
lantern and have a buggy concealed In

j the. woods and use it to spirit himself
away.

The presence of blood near the lan-
tern in the pump house has been ex-
plained by the fact that one of the
bloodhounds used to track tho foot-
prints cut his foot on the glass of the
broken lantern. Mrs. Starr, who lives
on the ranch, and who is being cared
for by the Maccabees, has been inter-

viewed, but she advances no theory or
solution for her husband's disappear-
ance. A private detective has been em-
ployed by friends of the family to hunt
for the missing man, and it is stated
that he will confine his search to some
clows in the Immediate vicinity of
Pasadena and the ranch.

KYTKA QUALIFIES AS

WILLOW'S, April 28.—The Murdoch:
note case has been at a standstill as re-
gards evidence for the past two days, as
the attorneys have been arguing on the
admissibility of testimony. Th< defense
put a witness on the .-nv.nl Wednesday to
prove that William Murdock had plenty
of money when the $100,000 note was given.

He had photographed the affi-davit under discussion aiid explained that
ink which had yellowed by age t"<ik On a
much darker hue. Up said the photograph
showed the ink was d'luted. Black ink
which was undiluted would appear thirty
years fmm now a perfectly solid andeven line, while in the diluted ink in the
instrument there appeared ragged lines
caused by the coloring matter n< wing
out to the edges and lodging there. Therewas not a single instance in the M"i docu-
ments admitted in evidence where dilut-
ed ink had been used' except in the case
of the affidavit. •

ANCIENT BED OF
KLONDIKE RIVER

Bench Claims Yield Big
Returns.

TACOMA, April John Galbralth of'
Sturgis, S. D., who returned to-day from

iDawson, was one of the most fortunate
iprospectors who went to the Klondike
Ilast year. He brought out $60,000 In
drafts, over $1600 In cash and several
pounds of nuggets, which represent the
net proceeds of his single bench claim

!during the past year.
Galbraith started north a year ago, ac-

|companied by J. C. Brown of Montana.
iThey reached Dawson In May. Afterrest-
!Ing for a few days they started to pros-
pect. Ten miles out they spent the night
at a cabin. The next morning they com-
menced panning gravel on the hillside
above them. Coarse colors were found
In each pan, and they decided to

'
sink

holes at a place where 20 cents to the pan
was realized. Each took up a claim, Gal-
bralth getting a Discovery claim of 250 by
1000 feet. a stampede followed their re-
cording and the hillsides were staked for
miles. Galbraith ran a tunnel, which is
In ISO feet.

As they progressed inward the frozen
gravel became richer, indicating they
had struck the ancient bed of Klondike
River. Galbralth's tunnel has produced
over $100,000 in gold. He employs twelve
men. This, together \u25a0 with the royalty,

1 cost of wood and other expenses, reduced,his net proceeds to $63,000. The unwashed
gravel now taken out will yield $25,000 at
the June clean-up. Galbraith estimates
the gold-bearing value of his claim at
$1,500,000.

Brown has remained to look after their
1 interests. His claim is producing almost
Iequally well. Galbraith's claim has made! the best record as a producer of any
Ibench claim.

After further deliberation and the adjust- j
ment of church affairs here he decided to j
accept the call from San Francisco.

Mr. Garrett was born in Burlington,
Inw.i. on December 23. 1857. He was edu-
cate,! in the public schools of Burlington,
Griswold College at Davenport and Har-
vard University, where he received the
degree of A. I?. In W2. In ISS3 he was or-
dalned rector of Trinity Church, Daven-
port, where be served for Beven years;
until 1890, during which time hf> aided in!
building up the parish from a small con-

ition to a larpe and flourishing
church, clearing off all indebtedness,
erecting- a rectory and doubling the num-
ber nf -communicants. In 1890 he was
c.""ii< (i to Seattle, whore he duplicated
Ills work in Davenport. While changes j
occurred In the pastorate of very church j
In Seattle, Mr. Garrett* remained through
all the "hard" times, declining numerous
calls to larger parishes. After three years
he was railed to go back to his old par-
ish in Davenport and also to Christ
Church Cathedral, New Orleans.

In ISM he was elected rector of Trinity
Church, Portland, but felt it his duty to,
decline. The next spring, through his |efforts, the handsome new St. Mark's i

Church was built Then Trinity Church
of this city sent a second call, having
gone a Whole year without a rector, and
Mr. Garrett came to Portland. Princi-
pally through Mr. Garretfs efforts the
debt of |40(000 on the parish was virtually
raised by the issue of bonds.

NEW YORK, April 28.—The Princeton alumni and friends nf the
university who are conversant with its affairs have not waited for the
trustees to meet and act upon the recent anc/nymous gift of $100,000 to
endow a professorship of general politica in the institution, but have
settled upon former President Grover Cleveland as the occupant of the
chair. Itis even said that the donor of the fund had Mr. Cleveland in
mind, and that the place has been created in order that he may be
formally attached to the university in which he has shown such a lively
interest since he last left the White House.

As the university already has a professorship of jurisprudence and
politics, which is filled by Professor Woodrow Wilson, there was some
speculation as to the purpose in creating a new chair for general poli-
tics until Mr. Cleveland's name was mentioned in connection with the
place. It was explained that the new professorship would embrace in-
ternational law, political science, diplomacy and the fundamental prin-
ciples of government. The field to be covered will be supplementary
to that covered by Professor Wilson.
