MISS SCHOMBERG'S PERIL

A STRUGGLE FOR LIFE IN A
LAWYERS OFFICE.

The Lady's Attorney, Hugh S. Aid-
rich, Finds Many Mementoes

of the Contest in His
Waiting Room.

Oakland Office San Francisco Call,
Broadway, May 23.

"Murder! Murder! Police! Police!"
m the oilice of At-

torney Hugh 6. Aldrlch In the Blake &
Moffltt block to-day rapidly drew a crowd
into the corridors. By the time Professor
Knowlton, Janitor Spencer and others
had reached the office door a man and a
woman struggling violently for the pos-
session of a pistol came into the passage
and continued their scuffling. The ap-
pearance of several men caused the man
to throw down his pistol and make his
escape as

-
ion as possible. The lady re-

tired into the attorney's office.
The woman, who declares she came

near being murdered, is Miss Eliza
Schomlu-rg, a servant in some family at
Frultvale. Her assailant was Frank
Mott, a gripman on the San Pablo avenue
road. The details of the incident, as told
by Attorney Aldrich, make it very plain
that jc-alousy is at the bottom of the at-
tempted tragedy.

Miss Schomberg' met Mott several years:
ago and the two have been very Intimate
friends. The lady loaned Mott $20, and
recently he asked for an additional loan
of $200.

Miss Schomberg being acquainted with
Attorney Aldrich called on him this noon
to discuss the advisability of loaning her
lover any more money. The attorney was
out, and while the woman was waiting
Frank Mott entered the office. He at once
demanded of her that she should con-
tinue to be as good a friend to him as j
during the last ten years. 'From his lan-
guage he seemed to Infer that taking
legal advice as to the loan was equivalent
to casting him aside. Miss Schomberg
says that he produced a pistol and told
her that if she were thinking of leaving <

him he would kill her and then kill him-
self on the spot. She rushed at him, at-
tempting to grab the pistol, and being a
powerful woman she was able to prevent !
him using it until she had pushed him I
into the hall, when Others came to her aid. !

The struggle was very tierce, as was
shown by the fact that the pistol was
"broken" during the contest and some of i
the cartridges fell on the Boor, where they
were found by Attorney Aidrich. In his ;

flight Mott picked up his gun and took it
with him. Reminiscences of the struggle ,
were seen all over the office of the attor-
ney, and some of the bystanders took
away fragments of the lady's broken
hair comb as souvenirs of the occasion.

Frank Mott was arrested to-night and
brought to the City Prison, charged with
carrying a concealed weapon, His bail
was fixed at $100, which be was unable to I
furnish. Mis version of the affair at At-
torney Aldrich'a office this afternoon va-
ries materially from the story told by
Miss Schomberg.

"Tills woman has been pestering the j
life out of me to marry her.

"
said Mott,

"and because Icannot see my way clear
to accommodate her she is trying to make
trouble for me. We have been very Inti-
mate friends, but, you see, I've got a
wife and two children back in Illinois, so
Icouldn't very well marry Miss Schom-
berg. My wife and Iseparated several
years asm because we' could not get along
well together.

"Miss Schomberg has been trying to in-
duce me to secure a divorce, and this aft-
ernoon she went to Attorney Aldrich's
office to ascertain whether Ihad com-

'

menced proceedings. In doing this she
interfered with my affairs and Igot sick ;
of it, and so Ifollowed her up and made
a bluff to scare her off. Ihad my revol-ver, unloaded, in my pocket. Idid not
draw it. and made no attempt to injure
her, but just as soon as she saw me she ;
save a scream and ran out of the office.
1 have never asked her for a cent, but she
has frequently demanded money of me.
Ifshe intends to make further trouble forme in this way Iguess Ican fire back
and make trouble for her as well."

THE REAPER CLAIMS A
PIONEER ARCHITECT

WILLIAMPATTON DIES AT HIS
HOME IN ALAMEDA.

ALAMEDA, May 23.— William Patton,
one of the pioneer architects of the Pa-
cific Coast, who designed a portion of
San Francisco's new City Hall, died this
morning at his home. 2253 Central avenue,
Alameda. He had been ill for a number
of months, suffering from cancer of the
throat, and his death had been expected
daily. Deceased was a native of Sunder-
land, England, aged 7S years. When a boy
he entered an architect's office and served
his apprenticeship. When news of the
gold discoveries in California reached the
old country he wa.s among the first to
start for the new El Dorado. He came
around the Horn in the same vessel with
Thomas Blythe, and Die two were fast
friends up to the time of the latter's
death.
After passing several years in the mines

Mr. Patton returned to San Francisco
and opened an architect's office on Wash-
ington street, where he followed his pro-•n with great success and amassed
a fortune, part of which, however, was
lost in late years by unprofitable specu-
lation. Mr. Patton married in San Fran-
cis* <>. About twenty years ago he built
his home at 2853 Central avenue and took
up his residence in Alameda.

Many of 'San Francisco's early land-
marks were designed by Mr. Patton.
Some of them have since been turn down
while others are still standing monu-
ments to the architect's skill. Among
the San Francisco buildings designed by
him are the Sutter-street Synagogue the
Safe Deposit building, Donahue block.
Mission and Fremont streets; the old
Starr King church, since replaced by thenew structure; thp old chronicle^buliding,
Hush and Kearny streets, and me Alca-
zar building. He was supervising archi-
tect of the new City Hall, and designer
of the northwest and northeast wings, the
City Prison and the Hall of Records.Many of the tlnr-st buildings in Alamedawere also designed by him.

Mrs. Patton died. about fourteen yearn
ago. Two sons, William and Clarence
Patton, survive the father. Deceased was
a member of the Society of California
Pioneers. The funeral services will be
held under the auspices of the society.
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STRUCK BY A LOCAL.

His Pegleg Caught and Aged Edward
Walker Fell in Front of the

Locomotive.
OAKLAND, May Edward Walker,

aged 79 years and an inmate of the San
Francisco Almshouse, was struck by the
new broadgauge local at the narrow-
gauge mole this afternoon and may die
from his injuries.

Walker's left leg consists of a stump
fixed in a peg strapped to his thigh. In
some manner this peg became fastened
between the boards near the track and
Walker fell in front of the locomotive.

At the Receiving Hospital he was treat-
ed by Dr. Stratton for a fractured leftthigh and arm and numerous serious
bruises about the head. Though he seemed
to be conscious all the while his chances
for recovery are considered meager owing
to his advanced age. Walker stated In
whispers that he had intended walking to
Santa Clara.

An Appeal for Funds.

FAIR CASE DELAYED.

Supreme Court Ordered th© Appeals
Resubmitted.

After all the litigation as to the two
\u25a0wills of James Q. Fair, there Is yet an-
other delay. Yesterday the Supreme
Court made the following order:

Charles L. Fair vs. James S. Ag^ius
et al.

In the ahove entitled appeals, one
of the Justices of this court not hav-
ing hoard the arguments and there-
fore being disqualified to participate in
the decisions thereof, and it being
deemed important that all the Jus-
tices should participate. It is order, d
that the submission of said appeals be
set aside and that they be resubmitted
to the full court. As the briefs on
these appeals are very elaborate and
as several of the oral arguments made
at the hearing have been printed and
are on file, counsel for the several
parties may stipulate if they so desire
to immediately resubmit the cases on
the briefs and printed arguments nov;
on file; otherwise they will be placed
for argument on the next July calen-
dar.
The order is lucid on Its face and re-

fers to the fact that Justice Van Dyke,
who succeeded Justice Van Fleet, did not
officially hear the argument in the ap-
peals. Hence their resubmlssion. There
is little doubt in the minds of attorneys
but that counsel will agree to stipulate
for the resubmlssion on the briefs on
file.

READY TO PARADE.

Men of the Naval Militia Will Come
to the City on Decoration Day.

The Santa Cruz- division of the Naval
Militia will take part in the parade on
Decoration day. There will be at least
fifty men who will come up on a special
train and with the two divisions from this
city and the men from the engineer divi-
sion they will help to make the biggest
turnout the Naval Militiahas so far put
upon the street. There will be a battery
of artillery from the divisions from this
city—four guns and over a hundred men
and officers— and several sections of in-
fantry.
Itwas as artillery the Naval Militia first

offer. itself to the Government at the
outbreak of the war, and the battery
which will turn out on Decoration day
will be the formation that was offered at
that time. Each of the four guns will
be manned by twenty-four men, three
petty officers and a commissioned officer,
and altogether they will make a formid-
able formation. The guns are the latest
Hotchkiss one-pounders and good at a
range of 2500 yards. • •
