His wife slept in an adjoining room, and
when she called him for breakfast yes-
terday morning she found his door un-
locked, and on opening it was almost
overcome by the suffocating fum Her
husband was cold in death. He w lying

in bed in a natural position and the stop-
cock of the gas fixtures was partly turned
en.

is difficult to understand how Mr. Kleine
could have turned off the gas and turned
it on again without being more than us-

ually careless. A
But there were absolutely no indica-
tions of suicide. The clothing of the dead |
man was neatly folded and placed on a
chair by the side of the bed. He retired
on the previous evening in the best of
spirits, and it is not believed by his
friends that he had even for a moment |

harbored a thought of suicide.

Kleine was a native of Germany, 51 years
old. He owned the house occupied by
himself and family and was in comforta-
ble circumstances, having retired from |
active business some years ago. His chil- |
dren are a boy and a girl, and 12 years
old respectively. The dec sed was a
member of Germania Lodge,
Honor. An inquest will be held.
