Sought to KillPersons for Whom He
Conceived a Violent

I,ast week Herd crossed the river into
Contra Costa County and, armed with
a pistol, threatened to kill James Oliver,
the foreman. Trouble was averted for a
short time. He then went to the other
Fide and barricaded himself in a cabin.

The trouble apparently arose over the
ferry at Clifton Conrt.

IAgricultural Commis-
sion at Fresno.

SHOWN POINTS OF INTEREST

ONE IMPORTANT RESULT OF
THEIR VISIT.

Elwood Meade May Be Sent by the
Government to Investigate

California's Irriga-
tion System.

Special Dispatch to The Call.

FRESNO, July 11.— As a result of the
visit of the Association of American
Agricultural Colleges and experiment

stations to this place there may be
brought about In California a complete

revision of the present irrigation sys-

tem. Elwood Meade of the experiment

station. United States Department of
Agriculture, now stationed at Chey-

enne, Wyo., is a Government expert on
irrigation. A committee of prominent

citizens of Fresno is considering the .
feasibility of getting the Government
to detail Meade to make a thorough in-
vestigation of the State with a view to
having him make recommendations as
to a systematic improvement in the
present irrigation system, and also as
to whether the irrigation should be
under private or State ownership. The
matter is being conservatively discuss-
ed by the citizens' committee, and it is
understood Meade will make his in-
vestigation without any preconceived
ideas and report to the Government the
result. Mr. Meade says:

"In event of my being detailed to do
this work. Ishall make an impartial
and disinterested investigation into the
conditions of the present irrigation sys-
tem with a view to making recom-

imendations for a conservation and eco-
inomieal distribution of the water sup-
ply, which Iunderstand is not had at
present."

murdered at their beautiful Monteel tohome, ("ynis Bnrnard, an* employe at the
place, was killed while resisting arrest as
a suspect. The authorities believed at
that time that with his death the murder
was avenged. Now they are of the belief
thai Mrs. Storke planned the murder and
Barnard was her accomplice.

At the time of the discovery of Miss
Richardson's body In a field, on the morn- :
inp following the crime. Mrs. Storke was
almost thfv first person on the scene. She
declared she was there in <he role of a
detective and that she had been sent by
a citizen named Ivison. The latter de-
clares that he never talked with her re-
garding the crime, and that at the time
she appeared at the Richardson place he
did not know the murder had been com-
mitted. The. recent attack by Mrs. Storke
upon tJrant Jackson is regarded as evi-
dence that the woman is the victim of a
murderous mania.
