He
said he had been informed by the depart-
ment that $500 to be expended in sanitary
plumbing would be needed before the
hospital could be reopened, and he handed |
down a resolution allowing it $4 Super- |
visor Collins made it an occasion to
strongly criticize the action of the health

| authorities in closing the establishment,

and said in support of his allegations that
he had been in the hospital several times
in the past seven months and had never
noticed the odor of sewer gas or anything |
else objectionable. Despite Mr. Collins’
argument the resolution was adapted and
the hospital will be open again for busi- |
ness as soon as the necessary sewer con-
nections can be made.
