LEXINGTON, Ky., Aug. 2.—A political
revolt in Kentucky was inaugurated here
to-day. The anti-Goebel conference here |
for the purpose of calling a State conven- |
tion and nominating another Democratic |
State ticket, or part of one, was in some |
respects perhaps the most remarkable po-
litical gathering ever held in Kentucky. |
The conference was composed of leading
farmers and professional men, only a few |
politicians being in the assembly. !

It was manifest from the beginning that
the feeling was not against the whole
ticket but against its head, and although |
other nominations may be made against |
those of the Louisville convention the op-
position will be mainly directed toward
the defeat of William Goebel.

The gathering was larger than expect-
ed.

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NEW COLORADO RATLROAD.

It Will Pass Through a Belt of Vir-
gin Timber.

DENVER, Aug. 2—Contracts have been
awarded for the construction of a branch
of the Denver and Rio Grande Rallroad
from Gato to Pagoda Springs, about
thirty miles.
