Leland is past 60 years of age, and tells
an interesting story. He freely admits
his guilt, but urges in his defense that he
was sorely tempted by reason of his pov-
erty and sickness to provide for himself
by means of a pension to which he was
not entitled, and that he yielded to the

temptation. He says that he enlisted in |
the Thirteenth New York Regiment at
the breaking out of the Civil War and

served under Burnside at the time
first battle of Fredericksburg. On the
night of that engagement he was at-
tacked with malaria, and while under the
influence of a high fever he stole away
from camp to get a drink of water. He
was captured by a Confederate outpost
and placed in the hospital at Danville
and made his escape eight months ulh'r:
