Dramatic Time in the Play.

“As You Like It" affords good illustra-
tions of Shakespeare's art In the manage-
ment of “dramatie time.”" Only two of his
plays—"The Comedy of Errors” and “The
Tempest''—observe the ““unities of time
and place,” which require that the time
of the action represented shall not exceed
a single day, ana that the scene shall be
HHmited either to a single locality or to
places =0 near that the persons concerned
can pass from one to another within tne
| day. In most of the plays the time of the
| action covers several days, months or
vears, and the localities are widely sep-
arated—England and France, Bohemlia
| and Slclly, ete.
But though Shakespeare thus ignores
| the classical law concerning dramatic
| time, he follows what may be called an
{ artistic law of his own in dealing with

time, which was not recognized by any
| of the critles until about fifty years ago,;
| and then, as has often happened with im-
| portant discoverias. two men detected It
| n\do endently at the same time. In No-

vember,

1845, Professor John Wilson
(**Christepher North") announced this
law in Blackwood's Magazine as “‘an as-
tounding discovery, illustrating it min-
utely by an analysis of “Macheth’ and (In

vember, published an essay on “Dramat-
fec Unities In Shakespeare,” {llustrating
the same law by an analysis of “The Mer-
chant of Venice.””
