TEACHINGS OFV HIPPOCRATES.

Dr. Lane Opens His Course of Lect-

ures in Cooper Medical College.

“No doubt the science of medicine
greatly advanced during the time of Hip-
pocrates, who assigned a high place to a
careful selection of food In the treatment
of .diseases. He kept a record of the
symptoms of various diseases and pre-
seribed what his experience had shown to
be good. He framed his observations into
a system of medicine, and although he
could never separate himself from the
ancient belief that the four elements were
fire, water, earth and alr, his researches
have formed the groundwork upon which
tha wonderful progress of medicine has
been founded.”
