Mr. Benjamin was met at Port Costa
by his wife, and several friends were in
walting at the Sixteenth-street station to
greet him as he stepped off the traic and
to congratulate him on his miraculous es-
eape from almost certain death. The pub-

rocks until the final rescue by the steamer
Excelsior. The officers and crew of the
doomed ship dieplayed remarkable hero-
ism under most trying circumstances, in
glaring contrast to the abject cowardice
exhibited by one of the passengers, Dep-
uty United States Mapshal L. Bowers
