NEW YORK, April 23.—The first busi-
ness sessions of the Ecumenical Confer-
ence on Foreign Missions began simulta-
neously at 9:30 o'clock to-day In Carnegie
Hall and the Central Presbyterian Church.

At Carnegie
Hall the Rev. Dr. Augustus H. Strong,
yresident of Rochester Theological Sem-
nary, delivered an address on the

Missions of the Moravian Church, and

lev. Dr. H. C. Mabie, secretary of the
American Baptist Union. Rev. James
Cunningham, M. A., of London, England,
presided, and contributed afew words to
the discussion of the theme for the day
on *““The Authority and the Purpose, the
Source and Power and the Supreme and
Determining Aim in Foreign Missions.”

Rev. 1. B. Wolf, Rev. J. Wilkie, Rev. L,
W. Scudder, Rev. Dr. Parker of Northern
Indiana and Rev. J. E. Abbatt of Bombay
addressed the meeting upon misslonary
work in Farther India.

The meeting at the Madison-avenue Re-
formed Church was devoted to a discus-
sion of missionary work in Mohammedan
lands. Rev. James L. Barton, president
of the American Board of Missions in Tur-
key, spoke of the situation in the Ottoman
empire, Rev. Willlam Jessup spoke upon
mission work in Syria. L. H. Hutton of
the Presbyterian Missionary Board spoke
on missions in Arabla, J. Hargrave Ridge-
ford on early efforts of missionaries in
North Africa, and John Giffan, a mission-
ary in Egypt of the United Presbyterian
church, on Xgypt. George Washburn,
president of Roberts College In Constanti-
nople, and Dr. Grace Kimball of Vassar
College, formerly miss®nary to Turkey,
spoke briefly on Turkey, Dr. Edward
Higes on Greece and Rev. C. T. Wilson
on Jerusalem and mission work in Pales-
tine.
