Raoosevelt, now the candidate for Vice
President, was surrounded by delegates

nhowering congratulations upon him. He
stood in the middle aisle, the stern look
of recent days having gl\.en away to an
expansive smile.

The serious work of the convention was
now practically over and only a few de-
talls remained to be perfected. A resolu-
tion by Grosvenor was azreed to for an
official &)rlnt of the convention proceed-
ings and a reprint of the pror:eeglngs of
four yvears ago.
