WASHINGTON, Aug. 27.—Difficulty ex-
perienced in establishing the identity of
buried soldiers, owing to the fallure of
commanding officers to state precisely tha
location of the graves of men dying m
the field or in the hospital, has prompted
the War Department to i{ssue an order
directing that wherever conditions make
it possible every grave must be carefuliy
marked by a headboard, with the name,
rank and organization of the deceased.

Company commanders are to be held re-
sponsible for this identification to the ex-
tent of men who die in the field and hos-
pital surgeons are to answer for men
dying in the hospitals.
