California Fur Gets Cold

Shoulder in Eastern
Trade Marts.

Waldeck Finally Abandons the Hope
of Turning a State Pest Into
a Large Source of Rev-
enue.
—_— . ———

Trade conditions have upset another
fond tradition and the nursery rhyme that
provides A little rabbit skin to wrap the
Baby Bunting In"' must be revised in the
interest of accuracy. Local dealers In
furs, who have been interested in making
a market in the East for the fur of the
California “bunny,” or jackrabbit, have
finally concluded that there is no money
in the undertaking. This was announced
yvesterday by Herman Waldeck, who more
than any other has sought a new fleld of
usefulress for the jackrabbit.

This will be a distinet rllsafmlmment to
the people of the S8an Joaquin Valley and
other sections where the rabbits are so
numerous that they are annually killed
by thousands in drives. Many of the
dwellers in the interior have killed rab-
bits ae a basls for the market experiment,
and the correspondence interchanged has
been enough in volume and varied enough
In informational value to make up a fair
jackrabbit literature.

Mr. Waldeck tried out the entire prob-
lem thoroughly. He sent rabbit skins,
prepared with care, to Bt. Louis, Chicago
and New York, where they were inspect-
ed. Considering the vast numbBer of jack-
rabbits, it was falr to suppose that the
pest was likely to become a source of
conefderable ennual revenue to the State.
But the Eastern handlers of fur, after a
long t'me, ve concluded that they will
not pay enough for jackrahblt skins with
the fur on to make It
and forward the skins

“They prefer the Australian rabbit fur,
in the first place,” sald Mr. Waldeck to
an inquirer, “because they found the fur
to be better They would pay only 10
cents per pound for Californla jackrab-
bit skins properly prepared for thelr use.
When you figure out the cost of ammuni-
tion, freight, paying
rabbits and also count in the work needed
to meke the skins ready for market, you
will see that there is no money in it. If
re wWere a concern to treat
» jackrabbit fur T think there would
be some fit in the business, but there
Is none now."
