WASHINGTON, Nov. 21.—George W.
Wilson, Commissioner of Internal Reve-
nue, died this forenoon in his apartments
at the Riggs House of Bright's disease,
complicated with asthma. There were
with him at the time of his death Mrs.

and several of his associates of the Treas-
ury Department.

George Washington Wilson was §7 years
of age and a native of Ohio. He entered
the T'nion army when 18 years oid as a
private in the Fifty-fourth Ohlo Volun-
teer Infantry and served throughout the
war, coming out a first lieutenant.
1866 he took up the practice of law and
in 1869 entered the Internal Revenue ser-
vice, rising from ona important ition
to another. He was regarded as the most
thoroughly informed man on internal rev-
enue subjects who ovor entered tha Gov-
ernment service and was consulted on all
measures affecting the revenues that have
been before Congress for many years,

The funeral will be held at ﬁ‘amilttm,
Ohio, on Thanksgiving day.
