The solemn and fmpressive *“Office of
the Dead," one of the most beautiful
Catholic rites, was read over the remains
of the late Rev. Aloysius Varsl last night
at St. Ignatiug Church. The Immense edi-
fice was thronged to the doors with the
friends.of the departed priest, who re-
mained after the service for a last look
at the calm gnd peaceful countenance.

The rémains wers brought from the
lower hall of the church at 8 o'clock,
members of the Gentlemen's Sodality
serving as pallbearers.
