Clay of Georgia Opposes the
Measure Before the

Senate.

Sharp Debate Occurs Over the Mon-
tana Senator ship Tangle,

but No Action Is
Taken.

WASHINGTON. Dec. ll.-The first
speech In opposition to the ship subsidy
bill In the Senate was delivered to-day
by Clay of Georgia, one of the minority
members of the Committee on Commerce,
which reported It to the Senate. He is
recognized as one of the most vigorous
opponents of the bill In the Senate and
during nearly two hours he was accorded
close attention by Senators on both sides
of the chamber. Hanna, who expects to
reply to Clay's argument, gave him a
particularly uttentivo hearing.
In the early part of the session a lively

colloquy was precipitated over the refer-
ence to committee of the oleomargarine
bill, just passed by the House. It finally
went to the Committee on Agriculture.
This was a victory for the friends of tha
bill.

There also was a sharp debate over the
Montana Senatorshlo cas<e, but no action
was taken, the matter by consent going
over temporarily.

To-morrow no business session of the
Senate will be held as the time wll! b<?
devoted to the centennial of the estab-
lishment of the seat of government In
Washington.

The resolution offered yesterday by
Hanna for the appointment by the presi-
dent pro tern of a committee of three
Senators to make the necessary' arrange-
ments for the inauguration of the Presi-
dent on the 4th of March was adopted
without debate.

BRITAIN VOTES WAR FUNDS.

Supplementary Fund of Sixteen Mil-
lion Pounds Advanced.

LONDON, Dec. 11.— When the House cf
Commons went into committee of the sup-
ply to-day William St. John Broderick,
the Secretary of Staie for War. intro-
duced the supplementany estimates of£16,000,000 for the army. He admitted that
the Government's expectations had not
been oversanguine and that itanticipated
that the expenditure to March 1 would
be little short of the outlay the Govern-
ment had been incurring during the whole
fiscal year. He added that the Govern-
ment's policy was to pursua the war wl'hthe strongest possible forco -and a con-
tinuous stream of supplies so that peacomay the more quickly be achieved MrBroderick added that he believed the Govl
ernment was now asking for the final sumrequired for this abnormal war.Sir William Vernon Harcourt. Liberalexpressed the opinion that the House had
not heard a more distressing confession.Although his original opinion of the cir-cumstances leading to the unhappy warwas not altered he would oppose the voteThe whole secret of the Government'smiscalculations, he said, was this: Itwasin no wise a conflict of governments, buta. conflict of races. He thought that nowthey had overthrown the governments
of the republics by overwhelming forceof arms they should deal with the braveburghers remaining, not by perpetually
increasing the expenditure but by a noi-lcy of reconciliation.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman saidthat the Secretary of State for War hadmade a frank statement as to the new
condition of affairs, and he expressed ahope that the Government would bring
home the volunteers. Mr. Broderick re-plied that Itwould be Impossible for theGovernment to give any pledge on thatpoint, as Lord Kitchener must be sup-pled with many mounted men.

Timothy Healy remarked: "A war be-gun in braggadocio and hypocrisy has
brought humiliation to England, and theculprit is In the Colonial Omce."Henry Labouchere expressed the opin-
ion that the guerrilla warfare In SouthAfrica might last for two years. Thesupplementary estimate of £16,000,000 was
then adopted by a vote of 284 against 8The House having gone Into Committeeof Ways and Means, the Chancellor of theExchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach ex-
plained that the existing borrowing pow-
ers of the Chancellor amounted to only£5,000,000. He moved, therefore, a resolu-tion authorizing him to borrow by warloan exchequer bonds or treasury bills£11,000.000. He said he did not expect touse his borrowing powers until February
or March, and he asked the House topostpone any discussion on the subject
until the third reading next week.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman ex-pressed his approval of the . resolution
which was agreed to.- The committee"
then. arose and the House adjourned.

Denies Report of Czar's Action.
THE HAGUE. Dec. 11.—The Transvaal

legation says It is authorized to contra-
dict the report that EVnperor Nicholas
has telegraphed to Mr. Kruger an inti-
mation that he will net receive him.

• BERLIN, Dec. ll.-Inthe Reichstag to-
day, on the resumption of the debate on
the estimates. Herr Bebel, the Socialist
leader, concurring in the remarks in the
Reichstag yesterday of the Imperial
Chancellor, Count von Bulow, as to Ger-
many's policy in the Transvaal question,
said:

"We have every reason to be on friendly
terms with England without thereby re-
stricting our freedom. At the same
time Iconsider England's methods of
waging war in the Transvaal as being
barbarous and detestable."

Continuing. Herr Bebel trenchantly
criticized the German rebuff to Mr. Kru-
ger. saying that IfPresident Loubet re-
ceived him Emperor William pould have
done the same. For two hours Herr Be-
bel bitterly criticized the general policy
of the Government, and the Chamber,
which was evidently ready to touch other
questions than those of the budget, fol-
lowed him intently.

"We are only at the beginning of a
financial and economical depression," he
said. "The official figures show that the
finances of the empire are in a horrible
condition.

"Emperor "William." he continued,
"ought, least of all, to have turned hla
back upon Mr. Kruger, especially after
the telrgram of 1S96. which the Socialists
disapproved, but which the Center and
the whole Right approved."

What the Imperial Chancellor had said
yesterday in the Reichstag was precisely
what he (Herr Bebel) had said in 1896.

Herr Riohter, the Radical leader, whospoke even more powerfully, said he had
come to the conclusion from the speech
of Count von Posadowsky-Wehner that
the latter was not in accord with the
views and promises of the Imperial Chan-
cellor.

After criticizing Emperor William for"allowing himself on very Important oc-
casion to be carried away by momen-
tary impulses," Herr Btbel said that thisinstability had crept into Germany's for-eign and internal policies. He demanded
succinct explanations from Count von Bu-low, Count Posadowsky-Wehner. Generalvon Gossler and Admiral von TirpHz as towhy a number of steps had been decidedupon, such as the use of voluntary con-
tributions through Emperor William forbuilding gunboats for Chinese waters
without permission from the Reichstag.

Count Posadowfiky-Wehncr in the
course of a long speech, principally de-fensive, paid:

"I cannot admit that the American
President spoke about tariff retaliation asHerren Bebel and Rlchter have asserted,
for those important prohibitions which we
bave Issued are minimal as against the
still existing American prohibitory meas-
ures."

He went on to advise members of all
parties to be careful when conducting the
tariff debate not to furnish ammunition
to the enemies of Germany.

PEOBABLE ESCAPE OF DEWET.

Declares the Woman Who Eloped With the
Gypsy Rigo Was Only an Adopted Daugh-
ter of Millionaire Eben Ward of Detroit.

CHICAGO, .Dee. 11.—Captain George •
Streeter, who has gained much
notoriety because of his claim to
1S6 acres of land washed up by
Lake Michigan and abutting the

city of Chicago, haSj found a new title to
distinction. He says he ,is the step-
father of the beautiful Princess Chlmay,
who, after her divorce from her titled
husband married the Hungarian gypsy,
Rlgo. The Princess Chlmay was formerly
known as Clara Ward, daughter of Eben
Ward, a Detroit millionaire. Captain
Streeter says his wife was a cousin of
Eben Ward and the mother of Clara
Ward and that the child was adopted by
the lumberman. ©

"Mrs. Streeter Is the mother of Clara
Ward, who afterward became the Prin-
cess Chlmay," said Streeter to-day. "She
was then the wlfo of John Jordan, who
was killed In the Civil War. Eben Ward
wished to adopt the child, whose name
was Maud Jordan, and bring here up as
his own. Since the father of the child
was dead, Mrs. Jordan consented. Iwas
at that time working for Eben Ward as
draughtsman and shipbuilder and Iwell

remember the day the baby was brought
to Ward's house in a cracker box. Itwas by mutual agreement of the child'?mcther and adopted father that she was
called Clara Ward.

"Several years afterward Ifell In lo\*e
with Mrs. Jordan and it was about tenyears after the adoption of the child thatwe were married. The child grew up as
Mr. Ward's own daughter. My wife re-
ceived a sunstroke a few years ago and
since then has been scarcely herself. Shewas a woman of the best connections and
refinement. She has. of course, felt keen-ly the disgrace brouprht on all her rela-
tions by the actions of the- Princess."My wife is also a niece of Mrs. O W
Potter of Lake Shore drive. Her motherwas Mrs. Mulholland. sister of John Ward
of Detroit. Iunderstand that Mr. O W
Potter does not admit any relationship
with my wife. Well, we never sought to
work into the good graces of that family.
SO..UJ S not a matter °f great Importance."

There Is no relationship between mvfamily and Mrs. Streeter," said O W
Potter to-night. . "They probably have inmind some other Potter in that connec-
tion. Ido not know Captain Streeter—never saw him In my life."

Somerville.

Earl Russelr obtained a divorce from his
wife on the ground of desertion, alleging
that she haa left him nearly ten years
previously. He was married to her on
February <5, 1890. She was Miss Mabel
Edith Scott, youngest daughter of the late
Fir Claudo Edward Scott. The couple's

John Dillon, amid cheers, proposed a
resolution to the effect that the South Af-rican war v/as entered upon In pursuance
of a conspiracy to deprive two free na-
tions of their liberty, in the interest ofcapitalists and" mine owners.

He read letters from Boer generals giv-
ing instances of the alleged brutality ofBritish soldiers In.South Africa, and also
the death notice of a Boer boy of eight
In the camp at Port Elizabeth, whosofather had refused to surrender andwhepp home was blown up with dynamite-.
According to the notice, the child and his
mother were deported hundreds of milesand fed upon pea soup. The lad's death
Mr. Dillon described as "cowardly mur-
der." Intensely excited by Mr. Dillon'sspeech, the assembly broke forth into

Another Application of th« Principle
Makes Itof Immense Value in

the Ordinary Fire Alarm

some and Expansive

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—Consideration
of the bill for the reduction of the war
tajces -was begun in the House to-day.
Payue <-«f New Voik, chairman of tht
Committee on Ways and Means, opened

tie debate. He said that in reporting the
pending bill the committee fe!t as though
they had gone to the farthest limit in me
amount of reduction with due regard to
the preveution of otticits. The sixty-five

million dollars remaining after t!:e reduc-
tion propound by the committee took effect
would not equal the extraordinary ex-
j.-enses sure to follow as a result of the
Spanish war. Among such expenses was
the interest en the bonds issued to prose-
cute the war. amounting to live millions;
the increased army, which both sides ad-
mit should amount to 100.000 fur the next

two or thrtt- years. This increase in ex-
I>enditures» would amount at 'east to sixty
million dollars. The increase in naval ex,-
jfnditures tat equipment, together with
\p.i pensions growing out of the late war,
would «)dd to our expenditures ten mil-

"-•While there is no reason from any do-
mestic riUMB to apprehend any disaster
to business during the next le»v years,"
eald he, "yet there is a possibility of for-
eign complications which miftht have that
result, of course, depression in business
would mean a loss ox revenue. A large

portion cf uur importations on which taniX
duties are paid is of goods going directly
into the manufacture of articles both for
oi^r domestic and foreign trade. Anything
li.iUcuts off this trade Ineither direction
would result in loss of revenue.

"Some members of the minority of the
committee have proposed to abolish all
the war revenue and offer in place there-
of an Income tax. Of course." said he. "It
is perfectly obvious to every thinking man
that this would cause an immediate defi-
ciency in our revenues. The enactment
of a new income law would not furnish
b. dollcr of additional revenue. We havealready an income tax law upon the stat-
ute books which has not been repealed.
The Supreme Court has decided ituncon-
stit'iional. What reason is there tosuppose that a new enactment of this kind
would m<-et with any other fate?

•Another proposition has been made by
the minority to abolish the entire addi-
tional tax upon beer. This would result
in an additional reduction of twenty-
three millions of e'ollars. 1*. would pro-
rfuoe the grossest injustice. What argu-
ment is there in favor of reducing the en-
tire tax on beer which does not apply
with as gTeat force to the reduction of the
entire adrt;iional tax on tobacco, amount-
ing to eighteen millions of dollars, or the
tax on bankers and brokers, amounting
to nearly four millions of dollars, and the
remaining; taxes amounting to fifteen mif-lions of dollars? Certainly the tax upon
beer should never be wiped out until ev-ery other vestige of the war taxes Is re-
moved."

Swanson nt Virginia, a member of the
Committee on Ways and Means, followed,
presenting the views of the minority.
Swanpon paid the Democratic party fully
recognized the urgent necessity for a re-
duction in the revenues of this Govern-
ment. During four years taxation had
increased over $260,000,000. and he declared
that if this heavy burden was continued
business and commerce would seriouslv
suffer. He expressed regret that the Ee-
publicans had failed to avail themselves
of the present excellent opportunity to
devise a more just, equitable and perma-
nent system of taxation..He arjrued that
there should be a reformation of thetariff and an abolition of the customs
duties which have created trusts and mo-
nopolies. He insisted also that this Gov-
ernment should collect more revenue from
capital, incomes and profits, rather than
from the consumption and business andthe occupation of tht people; that "taxes
should be levied upon what a man has
and not upon what he needs."

He said there should be a reduction
made now «n the revenues of at least $70

-
OOO.dO. instead of $10,000,000. With the or-
ganization cf a home government in Cuba,
with the pacification of the Philippine
Islands and with a settlement of the Chi-
nes* complications, all of which the ad-
ministration assured in less than two
year*, there ou^ht to be an Immense re-
duction in Government expenses.

Swanson asserted that the on!y persons
who were benefited by a large surplus
in the treasury were those who were seek-
ing extravagant and unjust appropria-
tions, the national Danks that were de-
sirous of continuing the large govern-
mental deposits free of Interest, and thebondholders, who desired the Governmentto redeem their bonds at a high and an
exorbitant premium.

In conclusion Swanson stated that theminority woujd move to recommit the bill
with instructions to provide for the re-
duction of at least $70,000,000.
