The sun shone
brightly. It was not warm enough for
parasols, neither was it weather that
called for the tcp coat. With an exquisite
programme of six evenis and a lightning-
fast track to run over, there is no wonder
that the magnificent 1racing witnessed
whetted: the appetites cf all for more.

Favoritées did not all win, or come near
it, for that would not do on an occasion
of this sort. The once-in-a-while turf-
likes to crall with the outsid-
er, and these latter were as plentiful as
the .flowers in May yesterday.

Of all the cholces, Golden Cottage, win-
ner of the first kindergarten eveni of the
yvear, was the only successful one.
