Law Lessons for Employers and Em-

ployes—The Rule When Both
Parties Are Negligent.

When both employver and employe are
negligent, what does the law say to
them? This Is a very difficuit question to
answer, and the courts have greatly dif-
fered in their utterances. One of the most
general rules Is that when it appears that
the negligence of the parties co-operates
t2 produce the injury no action will lle;
the law refuses to apportion the fault and
regards the negligence of either party
as equally contributory or effective in
causing the injury. The rule has been
stated by Mr. Justice Swayne, speaking
for the United States Supreme Court, in
these words: *1t has been a rule of law
from time immemorial, and is not likely to
Le changed in ail time to come, that there
can be no recovery for an injury caused
by the mutual fault of both parties.
Whkere it can be shown that it would not
have happened except for the culpable
regligence of the party injured concur-

i ring with that of the other party no action

can be maintained.”
A Virginia Case.

In Dun's case in Virginia the court re-
marked that the principle that a person
who by his own default has brought on
Fimself a loss or an injury cannot clalm
compensation of another, Is a principie
This statement,
though, may be qualified. If the second
party, on the discovery of the danger into
which the other has brought himself, can
avold or escape the consequences by the
exercise of proper care on his part, then
he may be held llable for not using his
wits and preventing the Injury.

Who Has Been Negligent Is a Ques-
tion of Fact.

Whether the second panyl' has been neg-
ligent in a particular case Is a question of
law and fact. It is a double question.

{ The fact is whether a particular act has

heen done or omitted; this is purely a
question of fact. The second question fis,
whether the doing or omission of this act
was a legal duty; this is a pure guestion
of law. Some applications of this rule
will now be given: There was a collision
between a stage and horse car once on a
time In New York City. Both were go-

| against another. The one who sued won

his case before the jury, and the horse-
car company appealed. Tt claimed that
the staﬁo driver was negligent. The Judge
charged the jury that in order to recover
the stage driver must have been free from
any fault that contributed to the collision,
and the car conductor or driver or both
must have been negligent. The Court of
Appeals in reviewing the verdict also said:
“It i# now well settled that if the plain-
tiff's negligence contributed to the injury
he cannot recover, although the defend-
ant was also negligent.”

Cases of Track Repairers.

In one of the cases that happened in
Pennsylvania a track-repalrer was killed
at night by

with others, was coming to the station.
The company’'s defense was that the vie-
tim was negligent In approaching the sta-
tion while the traip was there. The jury
rendered a verdict'in favor of his wife,
but this did not stand. The Supreme
Court held that the jury was not properly
instructed, and granted another trial.

In another case A was one of a party of
men employed by a rallroad company in
repairing its track. They were usually
carried in a boxcar 1o and from thelr place
of work. Althougih on several occaslons
he had been forbldden from riding on the
pllot or bumper of the locomotive, he per-
gigted in doing so. One evening, when he
was returning from his work and riding in
this manner the train in passing through
a tunnel colilded with cars standing on
the track and he was injured, while thosa
in the boxcar were unhurt. It was held
that as there was room for him in the car
there was no excuse for incurring the
greater risk; that his own negligence was
the chief cause of the accldent, and he
couid not therefore recover. The case
came before the Uriited States Supreme
Court for review, and the court remarked
that ‘*‘one who by his negllgence has
brought an Injury on nimself cannot re-
cover damages for Ilt. A plaintiff In such
cases Is entitled to no relief.” But when

the Absence of Negligence

May Be Inferred.

The Supreme Court of Maryland has
also stated that when the evidence is con-
flicting on the gquestion whether the in-
jured person contributed by his negligence
to his own Injury, the jury may, in con-
nection with all the facts of the case, in-
fer the absence of fault from the known
disposition of men t0o avold injury te
themselves,

Thig rule applies when both were negli-
gent at the same time. This rule, the

reader must keep In mind, applies only |

when both are negligent and contribute to
the result. There are many cases of this
kind and it is extremely difficult—nay, im-

ssible—to find out which is most at
ault. In a collision, for example, be-
tween two vessels or stages or trains the
conductors on both sides are negligent,
but which is the most so cannot be ascer-
In all these cases the above rule
the knot and denies a remedy to
either party.

This rule, however, cannot be applied in
all cases of negligence on both sides. It
must be concurring ncgiigence, happening
at the same time, or nearly so, in many
cases, to call for the application of the
rule. Then suppose an emplioyer uses an
unsafe boiler and also employs an incom-
petent engineer. Is the employer respon-
sible for an injury happening to the en-
gineer or other servant In consequence of
using the boiler, though the engineer him-
gelf may have been negligent in tlix;‘?er-
formance of his duty? e court
Gifficulty when this case was tried in 4
ciding that the employer was primarily
negligent in having such a boiler and was
therefore responsible for the conse-
quences. This rule, which seems clear
enough when thus stated, has passed
through many changes during the last
forty years. A recent Federal court has

By
the Federal rule, if the cause of an em-
pioye's injury was the lack of his imme-
diate care, he can recover nothing, even
though his employer was the primary
cause of the injury. In some cases he
can nevertheless recover. In what cases?
In those where the emplover was negli-
ent, but whare no infury would have
appened had the employer ax rea-
sonable care and prudence,

The Rule in Vermont and Indiana.

In Vermont a still simpler rule has been
set up. An employe In order to recover
for an injury must show that it did not
occur from any want of ordinary care on
his part. either in whole or in part. In
other words, If ordinary care on his part
would have enabledd him to eseca; the
consequences of his employer's nog"wmce
he has no ground of complaint. “He may
be sald, in such a case, to have been him-
self the cause of any Injury whien HRe
may have sustained under such eircum-
stances.” The rule in Indlana is nearly
the same. Sald the court on one accasion
calling for an application of the rule: “It
Is the settled law of this State that where
negligence is the lssues it must be a case
of unmixed negligence; that in such case
a party cannot recover if it appear that
by the want of ordinary care and pru-
dence on his part he contributed to the
injury. or if by the exercise of ordinary
care he might have prevented the In-

Jury.”
The Rule of Kentucky.

This is the rule in other States. Tn Ken-
tucky, for example, the rule has been
thus stated: If the evidence In a cases
shows that the injury to an employe re-
snlted from elther nf two canses. only sne
of which was due to an emplover's negli-
gence, no Inference can be decisive, and
his injured employe cannot recover, be-
cause he must make out a positive case.
Thus after a freight train had passed
through a tunnel a brakeman was found
in a dying condition. There wera loosa
timbers hanging from the roof, and one
theory was that he did not sit down
when he came to the tunnel, as he should
have done. As there was no positive
proof of the cause of his death the ncgli-
gence of the company was not proved.

Can Negligence Be Presumed?

When a person is injured and suks his
employer to recover, he must make out
his case that his empioyer was negligent
Can thils ever bhe presumed? In uth
Carolina the Supreme Court held it could
be In some cases. In one of these, cattis
were injured through the negligence of
the engineer of a rallroad in running over
them. He had done so several times be-
fore, and the court thought the presump-
Hon had been made out. An attampt was
afterward made to change the rule thus
laid down by the court, but it did not anc-
ceed. The court declared that the owner
of the cattle having proved that they
ware killed by the train, the rallroad com-
pany, in order to make a good defense,
must show that its engineer had not been
negligent.
When Employes Using Defective Ma-

chinery Can Recover.

The question has often been raised and
decid whether an amploya ean recover
for injuries caused by using machinery or
appliances which he knows are defactive,
Such cases have almost always been de
clded {n faver of the employer, as we
have seen, on the ground that his employae
assumed the risk. Of course an employer

nown
by him alone and hi» employe had no
reason of knowing them. But the Su-
reme Court of Missouri has released the
ﬂnblm of employers on_ a dlfferent
ground. Emhployes are deciared to be
gullty of contributory negligence in using
such machines or appliances. It Is true
their emplover |s negligent in furnishing
them with a defective machine—a carding
machine, for example. On the other hand,
they are also held to be negligent Im us-
ing the machine If it was plalnly defective
end dangerous. Conseguently, If they ar»
injured and sue their cmployer he In ef-
fect says: 7 was negligent In having the
machine, but you knew it was out of re-
pair and dangerous to run, and ought not
to have touched it. It ls true I tempted
you with employment at a timg¢ when
you were In sore need of it, but you should
not have yielded to the temptation. As
vou did, you alone must suffer the conse-
quences, for you cannot deny that yon
