States transport Grant, was arrested yes-
terday, by the United States Marshal on a
charge of smuggling a,bolt of silk from
the" transport'" on January 2. He 'was
taken before United .States Court Com-
missioner Heacock and was released on
his own recognizance pending examlna-

\Vhen the; bolt of silk was found InDr.
Holmes' baggage as he was landing from
the Grant the customs Inspector notified
him.that it,would be sent rto the Apprais-
er's store for valuation and that he could
release Iton paying the duty. Dr.Holmes
-said that he would prefer to send the silk
back to his !room on the • transport, which
he did,/by A. Milthorp. his assistant. A
few minutes later Milthorp was stopped
as, he was going ashore with the syk con-
cealed under his coat. • Milthorp;was ar-
rested and *pleaded 'that he was;obeying
theorders of Dr.rHolmes, and,that-lf the
doctor had commanded him to go ashore
naked he would have had to obey.

Supreme Court Holds Certain Stocks
= and Bonds Are Not'Exempt

'

From Taxation.
The Supreme

'
Court \ yesterday handed

down a"decision In the important case of
the Savings'.and ,Loan Society against the
CityJ and County;of San- Francisco. • The
Judgment, of the" .lower court iwas'af-
ftrmed and the municipality scores a big
victory.

Suit was brought by the bank, to recover
certain taxes -¦¦ paid tinder • protest •- and
levied uoon certain loans made by the
bank and secured by pledge of stocks and
bonds exempt' from taxation. The con-
tention of the*bank was that the stocks
ana bonds so pledged are collateral to se-
cure 'such loans .and ¦ are exempt from
taxation, upon the theory .that such
loans s were ,- to be

-
deemed and treat-

ed as an interest in the property, by which
they are secured; and the;property.secur-
ing them being exempt, such interest was
also exempt. \.The: Supreme- Court • in affirming;the
Judgment of the lower court said It could
not see any' reason for holdlng'that be-
cause the security happens to be of some
kind of ¦ property.'; exempt '-¦ by law, the

TAKEN TO A MISSION
AGAINST HER WILL

Young Chinese Woman, Dragged

From Her Home, Declares Police
Acted Without Warrant.

Quite a little excitement was » caused
among the Mongolian residents of Sulli-
van alley shortly after 5 o'clock yesterday
afternoon by the forcible carrying off of
Tew Tow, a handsome young Chinese
woman from her home. Corporal Anthony
and Policeman Ben Kaskell, who Is bailiff
in Judge Conlan'e

'
court, entered the

woman's room and told her she must go
with them to the Washington-street mis-
sion. When she objected the offlcer» took
hold of her and tried to force her along.

The woman lay on the floor 'and made a
strong resistance, crying to the men to
show her a warrant for her arrest and
promising to go peaceably If they pro-
duced authority.

Yee was finally taken from the hou3e,
but when she reached the street she fought

¦ vigorously, kickingand biting- the bfflcer3
in her vain effort to release- herself. To
her friends he declared that the officers
were kidnaping her and were acting with-
out warrant. She said that she was 20
years of age and was being taken from
her home agratnst her -win. All the way
to the mission she fought and struggled,
yelling at the top of her voice and de-
nouncing the action of the mission peo-
ple and the unlawful methods of tha po-
lice. The woman was taken to the mis-
sion, where she kept up an incessant pre-
test. No record of her arrest was made
at the City Prison. .

©Robert E. Glaze was again interviewed
late last evening. At first he was reticent
about the affair. He claimed that he was

•advised by his attorney not to make any
statement. He later claimed that he was
forced to the act Inself-defense." "Trewella was coming for me like a
mad bull," he said. "He had an ugly, look
In his eye, and Iam sure he made a mo-
tion to draw a gun on me. Ishot him,
and Idid itclearly in self-defensq. Ihear
that. they found no gun on him. but that
is not improbable, as the Morgue officials
did not take his body away until twenty
minutes after ho was shot. Trewella
handled my wife roughly last night; he
took her by the shoulders and shook her
roughly. Ihad to kill him or he would
have killed me."

Miss May Shelley, stepdaughter of
Glaze, said last night that Mrs. Glaze re-
fused to be interviewed. When asked If
Trewella had ever annoyed her mothe*
she answered inthe affirmative/ Allother
questions she refused to answer. ; .• :

Glaze is well known in this city. Ho
was employed at the Baldwin Hotel for
some years as night clerk and also as
day clerk. Alter the Baldwin Hotel was
destroyed by fire Glaze went to the Ha-
waiian Islands ana ran a hotel there for
some time. He was born near Dallas;
Polk County, Oregon, where his mother
and sisters' stillreside. .Twenty years ago
the Glaze :family became involved In a
feud with. a family named Whitney and
two of the Whltneyswere killed/It was
alleged, by Till Glaze: an elder brother
of the man who shot 'his partner yester-
day. Till Glaze afterward met a violent
death in Oklahoma. ,. . .

am locked up. everything- taken from my
pockets and charged with murder."

Glaze then asked if it was .really true
that Trewella was dead, and when .in-
formed that his partner was no more.
Glaze said:

"Well. Iam sorry for him, but it could
not be helped."

Oscar Tolle. clerk in Superior Judge
Carroll Cook's court, who Is an old friend j
of Glaze, hastened to the prison when
he learjicd that Glaze was charged with
murder. Glaze informed Tolle that he had
shot Trewella in self-defense, and, when
asked by Tolle what, caused the shooting
stated that "Trewella lnld hands on my
wife last night." Neither the accused
man nor his wife would make any state-
ment yesterday as to what offense .Tre-.
wella had been guilty..

The Chinese cook of the Windsor Hotel,
Ah Jim, was a few feet away from the
spot of the tragedy at the time, it oc-
curred, but the Celestial claimed that he
heard no words pass between his employ-
ers. Allhe knew of the affair was that
he heard the shots fired." ¦ . .

George Deal and John Porter, employes
of the hotel, were in the saloon directly
over the bakery, where the shooting hap-
pened. They said that they heard four
shots fired, bufheard no quarrel between
Trewella and Glaze. Miss Amanda ¦Lar-
sen, who was in the laundry which ad-
joins the kitchen, claims- that she heard
only the sound of shots.

A number of the employes of the hotel

Informed the police after the murder that
they had heard- the sound of 'firing, but
could throw but little light on. the trag-

Yesterday morning Mrs. Trewella went

to Auburn, and some of her friends as-
sert that her journey, was for,the pur-
pose of raising • money, as her husband
desired to buy Glaze's Interest In the ho-
tel. They also say that Mrs. Trewella
frequently told them that . her husband
had never drawn a cent out: of the re-
ceipts of the hotel, and that each month
he was obliged to draw upon 'his- own
funds for his expenses. ItIs known .that
during the last week Trewellai with the
aid of Night Clerk Heaney, had made an
investigation of the books, and'that' Glaze
only a few days ago learned of Trewella's
acticn.

Frank L. Seavler, an employe of the

Gas Consumers' Association, who boards
at 'the Windsor Hotel, stated last night
that he was the first to reach Trewella
after the shooting. H?. tried to lift the
dying man, who exclaimed, "My God, he
has killed me." Shortly afterward the
doctors arrived and Trewella died without
uttering another word..

The statement of the bellboy O'Connor
is fully borne out by the location of the
bullet wounds on Trewella's body. The
door of the bakery is to the left of the
stairs leading from the kitchen, and it is
evident that the first bullet fired by Glaze
struck his victim in the left arm; the sec-
ond bullet entered the left shoulder blade'
as Trcwella reeled with his back toward
his murderer, who then flred a third bullet
into the spine of Trewella. As-the.In-
jured man sank to the floor two more
shots were fired, which entered the chest
Just below the breastbone and perforated
the stomach. The powder burns . on
Trewella's shirt front show • ¦:that the
murderer mustvhave held .his

at close range. *

the case, learned last night that a serious
quarrel had taken place on Sunday [even-
Ing ;between Mrs.¦;Glaze . ;and ;jMrs.

THE SLAYER, HIS WIFE AND THE VICTIMINTHE TRAGEDY WHICH
WAS KNACTED YESTERDAY AFTERNOON IN THE KITCHEN OF
THE WINDSOR HOTEL. The Supreme Court opened its January

calendar yesterday and listened all day to
arguments in many now celebrated cases.

The appeal; of Cordelia Botkin. the
wpman who .was convicted ¦ of poisoning:
Mrs. John P. Dunning and her sister, was
arguAl and submitted. Attorney General
Tirey.L. Ford appeared inbehalf of the
people and replied to the address de-
livered by Charles Heggerty, counsel for
appellant. The argument of Mr. Heg-
gerty was

'•' devoted solely, to the point
that there was an insufficiency of evidence
to warrant a conviction. The Attorney
General confessed error in this case, as he
did in the Brandos case, which also came
up for hearing.

When the Brandes case was called by
Chief Justice Beatty, the Attorney Gen-
eral admitted that error had been com-
mitted" by the lower court.' Attorney F.
W." Sawyer of Oakland, attorney for the
man/ who was convicted of choking and
beating his 14-year-old daughter to death,
Informed the court that the evidence was
insufficient to convict his client. He said
he hoped to secure a dismissal of the case
by the lower court and thereby save the
county of Alameda flvo. or six thousand
dollars for prosecuting another trial.
'The "case was' ordered placed at the

The motive for the crime is j
somewhat obscure, but from remarks |
dropped by Glaze may have been fancieo

insults offered to Mrs. Glaze.
O'Connor, when first questioned by the

police shortly after the murder, pretend-

ed to know nothing of the shooting, but

when taken before Captain of Detectives
Seymour last night admitted that he wil-

ressed the shooting and then made the
following statement, explaining that his

assumed ignorance when first, questioned
was because he feared to talk:
"Iwas on duty in the afternoon," said

O'Connor, "when Ianswered a call to room
27 and was asked to get some drinks from
the bar. The bar is situated up a flight

of stairs in the interior open court of the
hotel. Iwent to the bar and the bar-
keeper told me that he had no limes and
requested me to go and ask Mr. Trewella
for some. The barkeeper told me that
Mr Trewella had just gone downstairs
with Mr. Glaze. Iwent to the kitchen,

which Is right under the barroom, and
saw Mr. Trewella inside.
"Idid not see Mr. Glaze around. Itold

Mr. Trewella what Iwanted and he asked
me to go with him to the storeroom and
he would give me the limes. Mr. Trewella
vrent ahead and Ifollowed him from tho
kitchen. There are three steps which
lead down from the kitchen to the level
of the interior court and the storeroom
is opposite the kitchen door.

"As Mr. Trewella had just started down
the steps of the kitchen the first thingI
knew was that Mr. Glaze was near the
steps and was firing at Mr. Trewella. I
was so scared that Icannot remember
how many shots were fired. Iknow that
as Mr. Trewella sank to the ground Mr. j
Glaze was still firing his pistol.

"Then Glaze went into the bakery and
went right around the kitchen and came
up behind me, having gone through an-
other door. He said to me, 'If any one
asks you how he was shot, you say that
he shot himself." Glaze then walked away
and Itried to help Mr. Trewella up, but
IW2.s unable to do so. Then Iwent into
the hotel and soon afterward the police
and doctors arrived."

Trewella and Glaze had been in part-
nership for ten months, both men be-
ing married and having stepchildren. Tho
two families resided in the hotel. As far
as is known, Trewella and Glaze hav^
been on most friendly terms, and the
shooting came as a surprise to all the at-

taches of the hotel.
A few minutes before 2 p. m. yesterday,

Trewella and Glaze wore scon in the lobby
of the hotel, apparently engaged in friend-
lj*conversation.

The two men proceeded to the rear of
the lobby and passed out into the Interior
open court of the building and ascended
to the saloon, which is situated over the
kitchen and bakery of the hotel.

After taking a drink in the saloon, Tro-
wella and Glaze went downstairs and en-
tered the bakery, which adjoins the kitch-

In a few minutes the sounds of pistol
shots startled the guests and attaches of
the hotel, and several of them saw Glaze
as he was walking away from the body
of his victim. He appeared cool and calm-
ly ejected the exploded shells from his re-
vclver and started to reload the weapon.
As he entered the office of the hotel. Al-
bert Shelley, Glaze's stepson, who,was on
duty, wrenched the revolver from his
hand and cursed him. He then told him
to give himself up to the police. Glaze
did as he was told, and surrendered- to
Police Officers N. J. Barry and D. J. Drls-
coll at the corner of Eddy and Market
streets.
"Ihave shot my partner, Trewella.,

said Glaze to the officers, to whom he was
known, "and Iwant to give myself up.
We have often had trouble about domestic
and business affair? and he threatened mo
many times. A little while ago he came
toward me in a threatening manner and
made a motion as if to pull a weapon. I
thought he had a gun, boIpulled my pis-
tol and shot him."

Glaze was taken to the Southern station,
from which place he was conveyed to the
Hall of Justice.

As soon as the shooting was known to
the employes of the Windsor -Hotel, ur-
gent calls were sent for physicians, as
Trewella was still aUve. Dr. F. A, Mc-
Mahon, 230 Turk street, and Dr. G. W.
O'Donnell responded. They hastily exam-
ined Trewella and found that he was be-
yond human aid, as two of the bullets had
entered the stomach. While the doctors
were cxamlnine Trewella the wounded

man gave a gasp and <Qied.
The newsof the shooting spread rapidly

and a large crowd congregated in front
of the hotel, requiring the presence of a
number of policemen to keep the sidewalk
clear. The Coroner's deputies soon ar-
rived and searched Trewella's body, but
no weapon was found on it,a few papers,
$2 inmoney ajid some keys being all that
was in the pockets of the dead man.

The policemen and Detective Cody ex-
amined the pistol with which the shootinjr
had been done and- found one new car-
tridge in it. A careful search of the bak-
ery revealed the presence of five empty
Phells, and Itis evident that Glaze, after
firing all the bullets from his pistol, had
ejected the empty cartiidges and put in
a single shell. Just why Glaze did this he
declines to state.

Soon after being conveyed to the Hall
of Justice, Glaze sent for his attorney,
I.I.Brown, and for Mrs. Glaze. He sat
in the lobby of the prison and talked
earnestly with his wife and his attorney. ;
"Ihad to killthat man," said the pris-

oner to a reporter for The Call; "that is all
Ican say. Iknow that is a serious state-
ment to make, but either Ihad to kill
him or he would have killed me.:Icannot
say any more now, as my attorney has
advised me to say nothing. This is a

WILLIAM
TREWELLA, one of

the proprietors of the Wind-
sor Hotel"at Fifth and Mar-
ket streets, was shot and al-
most instantly killed a few

minutes before 2 o'clock yesterday after-
noon by his partner, Robert E. Glaze.
The shooting occurred in the kitchen of
the hotel 'and Trewella's body was liter-
ally ri-idled with bullets. Glaze, imme-
diately after the shooting, gave himseir
up to the police, claiming he had killed
his partner in self-defense, but accord-
ing to the statement made last night by
John J. O'Connor, a bellboy, and the only
eyewitness of the tragedy, the killing
was a cold-blooded, deliberate assassina-
tion. O'Connor says Glaze lay in wait for

When Irelieved
Captain Buford as matter of the Grant Iasked
blm about the condition of the ship. His an-
swer was. "If the ship makes another trip »he
may fall to pieces." This i6. of course, an
exaggeration, as the hull below the main deck
is la good condition, but above this, including
the upper structure and decks, she is In bad
condition and in rainy weather or in a seaway
•.»•¦ epar, main, saloon and promenade decks
end the livingquarters located there are leak-
ing and much complaint has been made to that
effect.

would have been laid up on the completion of
voyajre No. Z and Captain Baker requested me
stNapasaki to see Co'cnel Hyfie, the quarter-
master thPre. to tell him that tlie ship would
be good for another trio.

V.,
at army headquarters here the unseaworthiness
of the United States army transport Grant,
kas been referred to me by that board for my
action.
Ibet leave to state in regard, to the allega-

tions of the said Captain Seheller in his tes-
timony recently given before Colonel Maus/that, upon personal Investigation made by two
special visits to th« Grant on the 12th and
14th lnets.. Ifind the condition of that vessel
to be about the eame as she had been ever
einc« her arrival on this 'toast: her hull, boilers
and machinery are all In good condition.

There are practically continuous lines of
butts IB the plank of the spar deck extending"
from her hatches to the side or the vessel,
made »? by shutting In former gangways to
eald hatches. These butts leak a little during
heavy weather, caused, no doubt, by the vibra-
tion of the forebody of the ship. Incident to
the action of the propellers in all screw steam-
ers ana occasionally a very little water gets
Into a few of her fctaterooms during heavy
weather. All these leaks can be minimised. If
not entirely stopped, by a little vigilance on
the part of the officers of the vessel. None
of the water from said leaks can pass down
into the hold of the vessel, but rather passes
out through the scuppers leading from the maindeck, and In no way Jeopardizes the safety of
the veesel or the lives of her passengers orcrew.

From what Ilearn from the deck oflJcers of
the Grant Iam convinced that the sweeping
allegations of Captain Seheller as to the
Grant's beir.e: a "rattle-trap" and "unsea-worthy" were only fig-tires of speech, withoutJustification, which he has since practically
admitted to me. ,

Ai to Scheller's feart about the safety of
the Grant In her present condition should she
encounter heavy weather Ihave only to say
that the transport Sherrran, a duplicate of the
Orant in every particular, lately encountered
a typhoon in the Western Pacific and shipped
a heavy pea. escaping with some damare to
her boat* and the joiner work of the houses on
her promenade deck.

Had Captain Seheller covered with canvas
the lraky butts "f the ppar dock of the Grant,
p.* of don* en the Sherman, which could have
been done by his carpenters in a single day.
he would have performed a simple duty that
would have aiided to the comforts of his pas-
rencere.

Taklnr nil things Into consideration Icon-
sider the Grant Is now to all Intents and pur-
pows In a seaworthy condition. Refr>ectfully.

Rabbi "v'oorsanger AdvccatiS

Ita Removal From the
Limits of City.

Municipal League Appoints Commit-

tee to Ask Police Commissioners
to Concentrate Celestials

in One District.

The subject of the "social evil waa
taken up again last night for discussion
by the Municipal League. The Rev. Dr.
Voorsanger, who has made a careful
study of the matter, gave it as his opin-

ion that Chinatown Is the great moral
cancer of tne city.

"If it was possible to remove China-
town," said he. "San Francisco would be
the most moral city on earth. With this
plague spot removed we would have but

little to complain of from the standpoint

cf morality. True, there would be other
evils to contend with, but they could be
regulated. The luxury of our modern
times has too strongly operated on ue
imaginations of our poor. Hunger Is the
grcau!3t ar.aichlst in the world. When
hunger Ftall:s abroad those who do not
wish to die sell themselves for bread.

"We must treat this evil with great ptty
for the victims of the social conditions
we have created. Treat it as we may, I

will never agiee to licensing that which
}s evil. Iam opposed, bitterly opposed
to licensing any evil, for no government
hus the right tc make money out of that
which morality forbids. Iam opposed 10
licensing objectionable houses the same as
Iam opposed to high license as a rem-
edy for the liquor traffic. It is wrong

to sell liquor, the Government has no
right to license the business at all. To

licence any of our social evils, is Just aa
bad as if we were to take hush money.
Ifa thing is wrong, let us condemn it,
but never make ita source of revenue for
the soveriiiutui. 1 am not in favor or
drastic iiicasuits. however. 1 will never
consent to making object lessons of «ie
unfor^jnii'i women in our midst, unt 1
the gambling houses on Ktarny street,
the pawnshops on Market street ana tae
gilded palaces and underground dives are
removed. The great is that our
business men like theories, and become
frightened almost to death when you
present them with facts. As the first step
toward removing the social evil, 1 favor
the condemning of Chinatown and Its re-
moval to a site selected near Lake Mer«
ced. Iam more afraid of Chinatown than
of our fallen women, drunkards and gam-
blers. We can deal with the latter ,
classes, but it seems from present out-
looks to be impossible to deal with China-
town. Let us first remove Chinatown and
then we can easily deal with the rest."*

Irving Davis, who followed, spoke at
length on the evils that existed, both be-
fore and after the Parkhurst crusade in
New York City.

Isidor Jacobs favored the concentration
of the evil in ono section of the city.

Rev. Dr. Scott agreed with Dr. Voor-
sanger in many of his views, but did not i
think that the removal of Chinatown |
would noticeably purify the moral air of
the city.
"Ido not think it practical to remove

Chinatown," said Colonel J. C. Currier,

"for so many influential people are de-
riving revenue from It that any such
project must meet withstrong opposition.
Ibelieve that the classes complained of
should be put in one section of the city
and quarantined."

"The evil can bo minimized," said
Supervisor Braunhart, "but to what ex-
tent depends upon the honesty of the of-
flcialb. In the past the unfortunate crea-
tures have been subject to blackmail.
They have- been blackmailed by officials
elected to execute the laws. Ido not
think it right to license the evils of the
ojty and that is what it practically
amount3 to Ifarrests are to be periodical-
ly made, with the understanding that tho
offenders are to pay light fines*. Ifour of-
ficials not accept bribes and levyblack-
mail, but instead carry out the lawsnow
exacted, we will soon remedy the social

At the conclusion of the discussion the
league appointed Messrs. Jacobs. Rea.
Schlesslnger. Greensfelder and Henderson
to appear before the Police Commission-
ers and endeavor to bring about arrange-
ments to concentrate the evil in a section
of the city set aside for that purpose.

Messrs. Schnee, Selfridge, Well, Salfield.
Davis, Greensfelder and Rea were ap-
pointed a committee to appear before the
Supervisors to-morrow afternoon and
lend their moral support to.the proposed
ordinance fixing the railroad fare' for
school children at two and a half cents.

Before adjournment the league on
motion of Isidor Jacobs adopted the fol-
lowing,resolution.

Whereas. There is pending before the Legis-
lature bills to provide the necessary revenuw
for the proper maintenance of our State Unt- |
verslty.in accordance with its rapidly growing I
requirements; be it j

Resolved by the Municipal League of San j
Francisco, That we heartily Indorse the said I
measures and ask their passage by the State
Legislature, bo that the University of Califor-
nia may not be retarded or hindered In carry-
Ing on its work so necessary to the cause of
education in bur State.
