Supervisors’ Police Commit-
tee Is Opposed to His
Appearance.

“Kid" McCoy will not be allowed to
fight in San Francisco, at least during the
regime of the present Board of Super-
visors. The Supervisors’ Police Commit-
tee decided yesterday not to revoke the
permit heretofore granted to the newly
organized Twentieth Century Athletic
Club, but only on condition that the club
will withdraw MeCoy as one of the prin-
cipals in the proposed contest with Shar-
key to be given under its auspices next
month. The managers of the club were
cited to appear and show cause why their

In stating the objection of the commit-
tee against McCoy being brought to this
eity to box, Chairman Tobin said the com-
mittee did not wish to discourage legiti-

Personally,” said Tobin, “I am opposed
