FROM PHILIPPINES

Selects Ideal Rite for Naval
Station on Shore of

Subig Bay.
'WUI Leave To-Day for Washington

to File His Report and Construc-
tion Work Will Begin
Soon.

Commander A. G. Menocal of the con-
struction department of the United States
navy arrived here yesterday on the steam-
| ship Nippon Maru and is at the. Oc-
| cidental. Commander Menocal went to
" Manila last November under orders to se-
| lect a site for a naval station in or near
| Manila. He sald yesterday that he had

selected a most suitable site at Subig Bay,
‘ﬂbnut twenty-six miles from Manila, and
| that the place was an ideal spot for a
1 naval station. No work has yet been com-
| menced on the construction of wharves
dnd buildings, and nothing further will be
| done until he has filed his report with the
| Navy Department at Washington.
| Commander Menocal says that the plan
| of the Government probably will be to
| construct a large drydock and have a
naval repairing yvard on a gigantic scale,
| 50 that the ships of the Asiatic squadron
can have all repairs made in the Philip-
pines and not rompelled to come all
the way across the Pacific.

The charts showe
that they had plenty of water. Suddenly
the ship struck on a reef that was cov-
three fathoms of water. This
reef was never marked on the admiralty
charts at all.

Captain Wilde also claims had not the
Oregon been a magnificently bullt ship
she would have remalined where she
was until to-day. After belng taken oif
the reef she was taken to Yokohama,
where she was temporarily repaired. In
the captain’s opinion, the ship {s as sound
as ever she was and that she can still run
as she is now for ten years and could, If
called upon, make as great a run around
the Horn as she did in ger famous race
to CubA during the Spanish-American
war.

War Department Promises | Recruits at Presidio Make
to Consider Freights on Up Foundation for New

Supplies. Organization.

Bids will be opened in this and other
citles next week for a large amount of
army supplies of various kinds. There
will be S8an Francisco bids as a matter
of course, but there is little expectancy
on the part of some of the bidders that
success will attend them as against the
Eastern competitors, and for a pecullar
reason,

As the matter now stands the Eastern
man and the California bidder for sup-
plies for use on the Pacific Coast of the
United States and in the Phllippines are
not on an equglity in many instances.
Many materials that form a part of the
supplies In manufactured articles have to
be brought to the Pacific Coast from the
Eastern Btates, and these, having to pay
heavy freight charges, Increase the cost
to the California manufacturer above the
figure that the Eastern man has to base
his computations and bids on. If an
article, in other words, costs the Eastern
manufacturer a dollar to produce, the
freight rates on materials make the cost
to the Paclific Coast manufacturer a lit-
tle more.

Leopold Michels, of the firm of Greene-
baum, Well &-Michels, has recently called
the facts to the attention of the War De-
artment, and has asked that the Cali-
ornian be considered the cheaper bidder
for supplies to be used on this coast or
in the Philippines whenever his bid is less
than that of any Eastern competitor with
the frelght charges to this coast added.

Mr. Michels sald yesterday that the |
department had agreed that this was to
the advantage of the Government, for it
insured a greater number of bids, and the
cost would be really less to the Govern-
ment than if the Government had to add
the freight charges to the price pald in
the East for its Pacific Coast and Manila
supplies. Mr. Michels therefore thinks
that hereafter the San Franciscan will
have an even chance, the freights being
taken into conslderation.

The recrults sent to San Francisco from
various parts of the United States and
attached to the First, Second and Third
Provisional battallons are not to form the
entire Twenty-sixth Regiment of Infan-
try, as was at first supposed.

JEW BILL ALLOWS
DOUBLE MILEAGE

Men of Three Regiments
Who Enlisted in Manila
Given Fare Home.

The bill which passed the Senate a few
days ago allowing the soldlers who en-
listed in Manila travel pay from San
Francisco to their homes gives to the men
of the Thirty-seventh and Thirty-sixth In-
fantry and the Eleventh Cavalry the ben-

efit of two different mileage laws. . When
these three regiments were organized a
law, since repealed, allowed the men

travel pay from Manila to San Francisco,
amounting to about $450. When the State
regiment was sent home to be mustered
out the men remalning behind were al-
lowed this sum provided they re-enlisted
in the Thirty-sixth and Thirty-seventh In-
fantry and the Eleventh Cawvalry, which
were then being organized. The offer was
made for the purpose of keeping In the

The law makers of the United States

completed thought the payment of mlle-
age across the ocean was proving too
good a thing, as the men were brought
over on Government transports. They
consequently repealed the law giving the
soldiers this money and only allowed the
men sent home thereafter mileage from
San Francisco to their homes.

Philanthropic politiclans have since been
at work securing the ssage of the new
bill, with the result that the men of the
three regiments now en route from Ma-
nila are benefited by both the old and the
new bill. This means a great deal to the
men, as had the Dbill
would have-had to pay thelr passage home
out of thelr savings.
