LICK'S OBSERVATIO
OF THE NEW STAR

Spectrum Has Few Points of Re-
semblance to Those of Pre-

vious Discoveries.

LICK OBSERVATORY, Feb. 25.—The
new star in Perseus has diminished in
brightness about one-fifth of a magnitude
in the past twenty-four houra. A careful
study of the red, orange, yellow and green
regions of its spectrum was made th's
evening. leading to many results of great
technical interest.

The spectrum has
resemblance to the
spectra of previous new stars.
