Santa Clara College of To-Day. i
The Santa Clara College of to-day cdm-
prises seven large buildings and seven
small ones, enclosed in a quadrangle of
nearly ten acres of land, a playground of
nearly four acres, an artificial swimming
pond, an Infirmary, two large gymnasi-
ums, gardens, museum, a main library of
12,000 volumes, which is one of the chole-
est collections of books in the State, many
of the works being very rare, some nearly
four centuries old; nine sectiomal or
branch librarfes, located in the various
departments, and a fine exhibition hall.

Among the many rare books In the library |
is & collection of 30 volumes, reproduc- |

ing in their original text the most promi-
nent historical and polemical writings of
antiquity, from the first century of the
Christian era to the ninth. In the music
rooms are ten planos, and the printing |
office is furnished with two presses |
worked by steam and all the nece
appendages of a complete establish
for job and book work. |

The college has grown like the grape- |
vine which was planted a mere cutting
in the early days of the institution and
which now measures more than a foot |
through at the base and extends its glant |
branches for fifty feet in elther direction
above the portico facing the garden at
the rear of the entrance hall. ﬁ. the old
vine has borne more and more fruit, from
season to season, so the Influence of the
colle has increased from year to year,
bearing annually its ripe fruitage of grad-
uiues who have helped to mage Califor-
nia.

MRE NOT EXEMPT

Attorney General Ford Ren-
ders Opinion on & Tax
Question.

————

Special Dispatch to The Call
FACRAMENTO, March 19.—Attorney
General Ford has rendered to the Htate
Beard of Equalization an opinion In re-
gard to the matter of the exemption from
taxation of parsonages bulit on church
proeperty. The Attorney General holds
that these buildings do not come within
the scope of the new constitutional pro-
vision exempting churches from taxation.
It appears that the point was ralsed not
long ago in the States of Ohio and Rhode
Island, where a similar constitutional pro-
vision exists. The Supreme Court of Uhto
heid that a parsonage, although built on
ground which might otherwise be exampt
as attached to the church edifice, did not
come within the exemption. The ground
in such a case, maintained the court, waa
appropriated to a new and different use,
instead of it being used exclusively for
public worship it became a place of pri-
vate residence. Nor did it make any dif-
ference that rf the usage of the church

the presence of a priest or pastor was és-

| sential to conduct the services of publle

worship.

State Controller Colgan, In answer to a
letter of inquiry, has written to A, C. Mc-
Manus, secretary of the Christian church
of Santa Rosa, expressing his individual
view that under the new constitutional
provision exempting church property from
taxation churc Mmortg es are not to be

| assessed or taxed, the Controller holding

that the mortgage is a part of the prop-
erty itself.

It is expected that the State Board of
Examiners will shortly issue to County
Agsessors a letter of instructions relative
to the general subject of taxing church
property and mortgages.
