Dealer, Dies at His Home.

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ENJAMIN T. LACY, who was
one of the most prominent deal-
ers in mining 1mplements on the
Pacific Coast and one of this
city’'s ploneer business men,

| passed away at the family residence, 761

Chestnut street, at 9 o'clock yesterday
morning. Death resulted from Bright's
disease of the kidneys, from which the de-

+

ceased had suffered but a short time.

Benjamin T. Lacy was a man of pro-
gressive energy. He was connected with
the work of drilling the Mount Cenis tun-
nel through the Alps and of boring the
Hoos=ac tunnel in New England before he
came to California. He also performed
important work under General Newton in
New York harbor. using the_ Burleigh
drill to bore into the rocks of Hell Gate.
In the task of drilling for the Sutro tun-
nel of the Comstock he was actively en-
iagpd. At Fitchburg, Mass., in 1867, Mr.

acy first met Mr. Burleigh, and subse-
quently introduced on this coast the drill
which bears the name of the inventor.
Mr. Lacy began his business career in San
Francisco In 1871. He was born at Wex-
ford, Ireland, fifty-five vears ago.

MEMBERS FAVOR
INGORPORATION

California Club Will In-
crease Scope of

Its Work.

Planning for a Clubhouse to
Be Erected in the Near

Future.

The regular meeting of the California
Club was held at the Young Men’s Chris-
tian Association building yesterday after-
noon. 4

Mrs. Lovell White, president of the
club, addressed the ladles present on the
subject of incorporating the organization.
The project met with favor. Buggestions
were made by some Denver ladles who
are visiting in 8an Francisco and who are
members of an incorporated club in their
home city. They staoted that with them
the experiment had proved an unques-
tioned success and placed their club on a
much higher basis.

By unanimous vote Mrs. J. J. Scoville,
Mrs. Aaron Schloss, Mrs. J. 8. Spear, Mrs.
Dorothy Harnden and Mrs. Charles A.
Warren were appointed a committee to
learn how the action might best be taken
and to report thereon at the regular an-
nual budiness meeting of the club, whicn
is to be held on next Tuesday.

Mrs. Lovell Whita originated the plan
more than a year ago and the matter has
been discussed frequently since that time
but no public attention was given to it titl
vesterday. The incentive to Incorporate,
Mrs. White says, arises from a general
desire to increase the scope and efficacy of
the work of the club.

The club is also planning to have a club-
house as soon as feasible and unless
articles of Iincorporation are filed its of-
ficlals cannot transzact business in a
proper manner. Mrs. White also stales
that the club has some money and it is
desired to Invest this in such a manner as
to draw more interest than it does at pres-
ent. It is thought that as a business con-
cern the club can inspire more respect
among business men than If it remalns an
irresponsible organization. Every one Is
strongly in favor of the plan, and Mrs.
White states that there is no doubt but
what it will be adopted at the regular
business meeting.

After the meeting the members were ad-
. dressed by Mrs. ary Urquhart Lee, the
distinguished parliamentarian from the
East, on the economic and soclal condi-
tions of the Mormon women. L. M. King
spoke on the subject.of street cleaning.
The clubrooms were taxed to their full
capacity and the reatest interest was
shown by the members in the topics un-
der discussion. At the conclugion of the
addresses numerous questions Were asked
the speakers.

Mrs. Lee gave an Interesting csketch of
a number of the most nrominent of the
Mormon women and attributed to them a
high degree of independence and self-re-
liance. She asserted that their h!SOCl"|
tion with the men in political life had
greatly developed them and that as a rule
they had become more determined and
more willing to face the drudgery of life
than the ordinary woman. BShe spoke of
the remarkable skill they have attained
as weavers of silk and gave a very en-
tertaining description of silk culture in
general.

SUPREME COURT GRANTS
KELLY A NEW TRIAL

Former Police Court Clerk Will Have
Another Hearing Before
a Jury.
The Supreme Court handed down a de-
cislon yesterday reversing the judgment
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and order of the Superior Court, which
convicted Thomas A. Kelly a year and a
half ago of the charge of conspiring to |
defraud a public office. |

Kelly was accused of accepting “straw” |
bonds as bail for the recognizance of a |
negro sneak thief named Wilson, who fled
from the city as soon as he was freed. It
was alleged that Kelly accepted the fraud- |
ulent bonds knowingly and had made an |
agreement to do so with Wilson's attor-}
ney, J. N. E. Wilson.

In rendering the decision the Supreme |
Court considered but two points in the
appeal; first, that there was a large
amount of extraneous evidence admitted ;
at the trial, and second, that Judge Law-
lor, before whom the case was tried, had
wrongfully charged the jury.

It was admitted thgt evidence In regard |
to conversations between Wilson, the ac-
cused, and his attorney, at which Kelly
was not proven to have been present, had
been allowed to be presented, by the
Judge, although It incriminated the pris-
oner. The Supreme Court therefore held
that a conviction under such circum-
stances was illegal. In charging the jury
the former court had read an ordinance
wherein it is prohibited to a police court
clerk to accept bonds outside the
limits of the City Hall. The trial court
then admitted its error, but said there was
evidence enough aside from the ordinance
to eonvict.

In reference to this point the Supreme
Court says:

It is impossible for this court to say that the
showing of such a violation of a city ordl-
nance did not prejudice the jury before whom
he was being tried. * * * In view of these
facts the court reverses the judgment and order
of the lower court and remands the case for a

new trial.
