Dr.Benjamin F. de Costa delivered his
second lecture of the Catholic Truth So-
ciety lecture course last evening before a
large and Interested audience In-Metro-
politan Temple, the subject being- "The
VaHcan Archives and the. Papal Bulls Re-
lating to Pre-Columbian America."

' . ,
Frank J. Kierce", vice president of the

Catholic Truth Society, introduced the
speaker of the evening.

Dr. de Costa in the course of his lec-
ture affirmed that itwas an incontrovert-
ible fact .that European civilization was
represented in the Western world in pre-
Columbian" times; that this civilization
was the exclusive product of the Catholic
church, which, und^er •a succession ;of
bishops, was maintained for many genera-

tions in Greenland, where there was a
cathedral, \ the ruins of which remain to-
day, besides sixteen parish churches. »

A similar statement was made respect-
ing the representation of the Catholio
church on the mainland of America by
both the Irish and Scandinavians and the
speaker declared that New England was
reached by Bishop Eric and other Catholic
missionaries.

The speaker said also that it was highly
probable that the system of collecting
tithes in Greenland for the Crusades was
employed in New England. He argued
further that the supremacy of the Pope
was reedgnized in America in pre-Colum-
bian times, as ItIs to-day.

Greenland was discovered In983 by Eric
the Red, who had been banished from Ice-
land for manslaughter, the 'speaker said.
Eric returned to -Iceland, announced his
discovery and brought back with him to
the new

-
country several priests. The

country was rapidly settled and several
excursions were made from Greenland to
the coast of New England. The first pil-
grimage from America was made by'an
Icelandic nun, who went from New Eng-
land to Rome. . .

"Allthe records of the Holy See prior
to the year 1206 A. D. have disappeared,"
said the speaker. "The archives of the
Vatican are absolutely free for the in-
spection of the public. The Vatican is no
conspiracy against history; ithas nothing
to conceal. There is nothing in the secret
archives of which the Catholic church
need be afraid or ashamed. They are be-
ing consulted daily by students and phil-
osophers. Ifthe archives of Rome had
remained intact they, would have shown
that communication with America had
been kept up through Greenland and Ice-
land."

Speaking of the discovery of Iceland and
Greenland, Dr. de Costa said that it was
being proved by recent researches that
the Irish discovered Iceland and Green-
land before the Norsemen did.
¦,"There is hardly a nook or a corner in
the United States that is not now being
visited • by some Irish priest,"- said the
speaker.

Chinese Minister at
Washington could be communicated with for
further evidence, as he could ascertain the
genuineness of the papers from our Govern-
ment or the Customs Taotal at Shanghai, who
issued these papers to Su Shih Chin. Irespect-
fully submit that you request the Collector
to forward the criminal certificates in dispute
with all others. Please defer decision until
facts or evidence arrive from China. Respect-
fully.

Dear Sir: Your favor of yesterday's date vas
duly received about 4 p. m.. notifying me of
your desire to accord me a hearing in the case
of Su Shih Chin. In it you also stated your
impression that Ionly withdrew our guaranty
••as to the ofScial character of Su Shih Chin,"

and merely desired his case to follow the or-
oir.ary procedure where applicants present
themselves for landing."
It ie true to a certain extent that Iinti-

mated this, but even if it were so my letter
to you about this man sets down many charges,
besides stating he is not a bona fide official.

In examining into his case as ordinary ap-
plicants for landing Ihad hoped in fairness
to all concerned that you would look for evi-
dence material to this case and in the quarter
in which you are aware you could obtain and
hear both or all sides of the case before you
report or recommend the case to the Treasury
Department. Many real Chinese merchants
coming under the same section 6 papers have
been denied a landing for slighter causes be-
fore. But as you have an independent au-
thority and power to regulate and decide all
ordinary Chinese cases it would be discourteous
for me or any outsider to comment or inter-
fere with your procedure, but since you have
mentioned the matter in your kind favor of. yesterday Irespectfully take the liberty of
