TRANSPORT GOES

on the Kintuck at
Nagasaki.

PORT TOWNSEND, June 20.—The Unit-
ed Btates transport Kintuck arrived tos=
day from Nagasaki with 200 soldiers on
board, and is held in the stream pending
a decision of Surgeon General Wyman
whether she will be sent to Dlamond
Point quarantine station. While at Naga-
saki a case of bubonic plague developed
on the Kintuck and the victim was tak-
en ashore, where he died. The vessel was
fumigated and detained ten days in quar-
antine at Nagasaki and then allowed to
proceed on her voyage to this city.

No new cases developed during the voy-
age, but before allowing her o enter Dr.
M. H. Foster, United States quarantine
officer, deemed it best to communicate
with the authorities in Washington.
Pending a reply the vessel is anchored In
the stream with a yellow flag figing and
communication with her i{= forbidden.
