GOVERNOR SEES
ABULLFIGHT

Sport of Spaniards En-
joyed byNebraska's

Executive.'

OMAHA, Nebr., July 10.—The South
Omaha Fair to-day celebrated Governor's
day, and a special bullfight was provided
for the executive's entertainment. A half
dozen animals were Introduced, but each
was listless in the intense heat and the
show was tame. One huge animal sought
shelter in a shady spot and the perform-
ers prodded it'with their blunt lances In
vain.

The exhibition was followed by wild
bronco breaking, which was much more
acceptable in the Governor's sight, the ex-
ecutive being himself a frontiersman.
Previous to the bullfight there ocurred
an elaborate parade through the avenues
cf the fair, companies of the Tenth In-
fantry and various militia organizations
participating. Governor Savage was at-
tended by his staff in full regalia. . . ;

In a published interview to-day Gover-
nor Savage indorsed the sport of bull-
fighting, providing the animal itself es-
caped harm. He was told that so far no
bull's blood had been shed and replied:
"That's good. So long as the bull is not
badly treated there is no ground for in-
tervention. The performers go into the
arena with a:full knowledge of the risk
involved, and if they are hurt it Is their
own lookout."

IThe bullfights will take place daily dur-
ing the progress of the fair. It Is ru-
mored that the last fight on Saturday
night will be for blood and the humane

COLUMBUS. O.. July 10.— The Demo-
cratic State Convention here to-day had

'more prominent men as delegates than
any convention of Democrats in Ohio for
many years. It was otherwise distin-
guished.

The nomination of Colonel Kilbourne
was appropriately called one of "spon-
taneous combustion." Howell, Hidy, Al-
shire and Holman were favorites at great
odds frcm the start. Young was sprung
as a surprise and nominated over Smoots,
who had been such a favorite that others
would not previously enter the race for
Clerk of the Supreme Court. None of the
delegates outside of Cleveland knew
Young, and he was nominated because
Cuyahoga wanted him. Cuyahoga could
get anything it wanted, except the head
of the State ticket, after the Johnson
amendments were ingrafted into the Mc-
Lean platform, and that document as
amended was adopted with equanimity.

Defeat of Monnett.
Itwas currently reported that Johnson

desired the nomination of Monnett as At-
torney General, and the McLean men
wanted ilonnett defeated. At any rate,
the defeat of Monnett was so decisive as
to be a feature of the convention, and he
was not defeated by Mykrantz, who had
been the favorite, but by McCarthy, who
was being called an "also ran" on the
floor of the convention until one of the
Monnett men circulated the report that
McCarthy was an attorney for the Stan-
dard Oil Company. When the reaction
came on this charge. Mykrantz withdrewduring the ballot, in favor of McCarthy,
and the latter-got two-thirds of the votes.

Monnett as Attorney General had
brought suits against the Standard Oil
Company and other corporations to cancel
their charters under the anti-trust law.
He had sought a third term nomination
from the Republicans on the issue that
he should be retained in that office to
continue these prosecutions. After his de-
feat for the third*nomination in 1899. he
Eupported Bryan in 1900 on the anti-trust
issue and cam'assed Ohio and other State*
with Brjran. Jud^e Smalley In present-
ing Monaett's name said he was known
from the Golden Gate, San Francisco, to
the Heir Gate, Xew York, as the enemy
of trusts.

Bryan?s Picture Is Trampled.
In the alleged -stampede "for principles

rather than men" the most striking turn
of the convention was on Bryan. The
most bitter things were said on his leader-
ship this morning when It was said that
his name should not be mentioned, and
that there should be no reference to cither
of the national platforms on which he
made his campaigns. After this plan had
been agreed on one of the twenty-one
members of that committee offered a
minority report reaffirming the Kansas
City platform and expressing confidenceinBryan, and he received only six votes
out of 950 delegates on his substitute for
the platform preamble. A few moments
after the platform was adopted one of
these six delegates called attention to the
fact that pictures of other Democrats
were displayed in the hall and none ofBryan, as heretofore. He started, to carry
a small banner with Bryan's picture on it
to the platform. The aisles were ordered
cleared and the picture did not reach its
destination. It was trampled under foot
and spoiled during the wild demonstration
when Kilbourne was escorted into the
hall. Members of the committee on reso-
lutions say that over one hour was spent
after last midnightin efforts to strike the
word "salable" out of the plank on rail-way taxation, and several hours in de-
nouncing the Chicago and Kansas C'ty
platforms and the leader who stood- on
them. The platform caused much com-
ment to-night over what it does not tay
as well as what itdoes say.

Platform on Old Principles.
Most interesting of the routine proceed-

ings was the platform. Hon. M A
Dougherty reported the following resolu-
tions, which were adopted: ¦

Moore of Nashville, Tenn., told of the
work among the Afro-Americans, and
Frederick A. Wallace of Lexington, Ky.,
described the prison work of the Endeav-
orers. The Rev. J. F. Cowan" of Boston
dwelt on the work among the foreigners
in this country. - -

Bishop B. W. Arnett' of Wilberforce,
Ohio, presided at the meeting at Audito-
rium Williston. "What the Church Has
Gained"-- was the- subject -treated -by -the
Rev. G. W. Butler of Washington, D. C.
The Rev. Harlan L. Freeman of Sheridan-
ville, Pa., spoke of the inter-denomina-
tional fellowship of the society. The Rev.
W. S.' Ament of j.eking. China, spoke on
"International and Interracial Fellow-
Ship," President Clark on "The World's
phrfstian Endeavor Union" and the Rev.
George H. Hubbard of China on "China's
Greeting to the Intermediate Society."
: The afternoon rallies were given over to
the missionaries foe a discussion of their
needs.: President Clark presided at the
meeting In Auditorium Endeavor. Robert
E. Speer of New York, a member of the
Presbyterian Board of Foreign Missions,
made an appeal to Christians to carry out
the injunction of the Savior to teach the
gospel, in all lands. The Rev. Willis P.
Hotchkiss of East Coast/ Africa, told.a
thrillingstory of the establishment of his
mission in the African jungles.

The evils of opium and liquor In mis-
sionary fields were given a- scoring. The
Rev. G. L. Wharton of Hiram, Ohio, a
missionary, said that they were the great-

est evils in the missionary fields, because
the cheapest, strongest and most madden-
ing kinds, of. liquors were used by the
masses of-heathen. The Rev. J. P. Jones
of India stated that for many centuries
India was a sober nation, till the coming
of the Anglo-Saxon with his drinks, and
that to-day drunkenness was regarded by
manj' as a mark of distinction. IfEng-
land should evacuate India • to-day, he
said, the greatest evidence of her occu-
pancy would be the number of empty
whisky bottles. Edward Holten of India
corroborated these statements.

SULTAN PAYS
THE THOUSANDS

"WASHINGTON,July 10.—The State De-
partment has received the amount of the
An.erican indemnity for the claim against
Turkey, $95,000, through the American le-
gation at Constantinople.

The money was paid by the Turkish
Government to Mr. Leishman, our Minis-
ter at Constantinople, and was by himplaced in the Ottoman Imperial Bank and
drafts remitted for the amount. These
drafts have just reached Washington. As
is always the case, the claims in the ag-
gregate considerably exceed the amount
of the indemnity actually paid, but our
Government has expressed itself satisfied
with the payment. Itassumes full respon-
sibility for the distribution, the Turkish
Government paying down a«lump sum of$95,000, and leaving It to the State Depart-
ment to distribute it among the claim-
ants at its discretion and after its own
fashion. Itis stated that ,as soon as the
department officials can prepare their list
it will communicate directly with the
claimants. . .

These claims are principally based on
losses suffered by the American mission-ary and educational institutions in Tur-key,, notably those at Harpoot and Ma-
rash, but there are a number of Individ-
ual claims, such, for instance, as that of
the family of the unfortunate cyclist
Lenz, the Pittsburg man who was killed
by Turkish soldiers while attempting to
go around the globe on his wheel.• The State Department officials feel the
greatest satisfaction at the settlement of
these claims. Secretary Hay has been
told by diplomats skilled in the ways of
Oriental diplomacy and experienced in the
political conditions of Southern Europe
that he never would be able to collect
them. Among other difficulties the State
Department had to contend with was the
jealousy of the great European powers,
mest of whom had claims .against Tur-
key vastly larger In amount than ours,
and whose total was beyond the ability
of the Turkish Government to meet. For
more than a decade the American claims
have been pending. .

.The train which was wrecked was one
of the finest passenger trains in the
United States. The equipment was all
new, including the sleeping cars, coaches,
baggage car and locomotive. ' \

Onrthe arrival at Kansas City of the
train -bearing the wounded the sufferers
wi»ra taken to SW Joseph's and Univer-
sity hospitals/ where-everything possiblo
was done for them. On the journey from
Slater four of the injured died and their
bodies were taken to an undertaking es-
tablishment here. The train also brought
the bodies of Mrs. Gilland and daughter
of Gocdland, Ind.
