A Conference With the
Carriers Takes Place

To-Morrow.

Growers Claim the Freight
Charges Eat Up All

the Profits.

The Sacramento Valley Development

Association will meet in regular session
to-morrow morning at 10 o'clock at the
Palace Hotel and a large number of mem-
bers will be present.

The association meets for the purpose
of conferring with the transportation
companies engaged in carrying wheat to
Port Costa and securing from them a re-
duction in rates. It is claimed by the
association that the wheat rates have not
been reduced in fifteen years, while the
price of the commodity has steadily de-
clined, thus working a hardship on the
farmers.
At' the last meeting of the association

the question was discussed and facts and
figures will be presented at the meeting
to-morrow for the consideration of the
representatives of the carrying compa-
nies. •

The sentiment of the members of the
association is that unless a material re-
duction is made in the rates to Port Coata
the farmers will be compelled to substi-
tute grazing for wheat raising to a great
extent, thus reducing the volume of wheat
production.

Many heavy dealers in grain in this
city and some, of the prominent wheat
growers in the northern valleys of the
State are expected to be present at the
meeting and urge that the carriers make
the reduction in rates.

Inquiries made yesterday of gome of the
officials of local commercial bodies and
from grain dealers show that they are
heartily in sympathy with the aims of
the association and will lend moral sup-
port to it.

The call for the meeting has been is-
sued by President "W. S. Green, through
Secretary F. E. Wright of Colusa.
