Phelan and Hearst are at outs. The lat-
ter's newspaper is sulking and seeking re-
venge for real or fancied slights. Hearst
is putting up a scheme to astonish and
confuse the Phelanites. The scheme is a
Hearst ticket, with Judge James G. Ma-
fj-ie for Mayor. In the gubernatorial
election of 1893 Maguire was savagely
knifed in San Francisco by the political
supporters of Mayor Phelan. The latter
was elected and the former beaten out of
sight. The Cail is Informed that Maguire-
has agreed to run for Mayor. It is com-
mon belief that Phelan can have the reg-
ular nomination for another 'term. The
question is: Docs he want it? One day he
says that he has made plans for a pro-
longed sojourn in Europe and willnot ac-
cept the nomination. The next day he
savs that he is "in the hands of his
friends." Maguire running as an inde-
pendent candidate would give Phelan,
holding a regular nomination, a pretty
good race, but any Republican above the
yellow grade would beat either. The
schemers in the Hearst camp are now
casting about for a suitable candidate for
District Attorney.

The desperate bosses of the Republican
party are now appealing for assistance to
Boss Sam Rainey and the Democratic
push. Without Democratic help they will
not be able to carry a single Assembly
district in San Francisco. Kelly is em-
ploying his energies night and day to save
himself from the overwhelming disaster
of defeat in his own district. The ele-
ments of bossism are also combining with
the vain hope of defeating Republican del-
egate tickets in the Forty-fourth and
Forty-fifth districts.

Affairs in the Democratic party are In
such a tan^l? *hat many Democrats have
resolved to get into the Republican camp,
some to reni'-in and others to stay only
until the next municipal election. The
Phelan-McNab- county committee is a
close corporation. The vote getters and
victory winners of the party have no rep-
resentation in the councils of the fold.
The patronage is bestowed where it will
minister most to Mayor Phelan's vanity.
Itis no wonder therefore that Democrats
of the Jeffersonian standard are disgust-
ed. Itis hard, however, to fancy a disci-
ple of Thomas Jefferson leaving his party
to take service under Kelly and Crim-
mlns. Doubtless most of the high-minded
Democrats will stay away from the polls
or vote under solemn protest for the dele-
pates named by the Phelan organization.
The push politicians of the party, who
take orders from Rainey. are expected to
vote the Republican boss ticket. In his
desperation Boss Kelly may give orders
for his Rainey rounders to go to the polls
early and vote the names of registered
Republicans. Election officers should be
on their guard to prevent fraud of this
kind.

Appeals to Boss Rainey.

REPORTS
from every Assembly

district in San Francisco justify

the prediction that a very large
Republican vote willbe cast at
the primary election next week.

Politicians who have studied the contest
from the beginning of the fight assert that
a large vote will prove disastrous to the
allied bosses. Kelly,Gage. Crlmmins and
Lynch expected at the outset to secretly
rally all their followers a day or two be-
fore election and win out through apathy
of the citizens. The organization and
rapid expansion of the Republican Pri-
mary League astonished and demoralized
the bosses. Incasting about for help they
appealed to the Republican State Commit-
tee, and that subservient instrument of
the Allied bosses surrendered a sufficient
number of proxies to enable Boss Kelly
to veneer the Tilden County Committee
with the State brush. The coat of var-
nish did not deceive. The Indorsement of
the State organization did not add re-
spectability to the committee. The clumsy
trick of Judge McKinley in presenting to
the meeting of the State body a typewrit-
ten Indorsement which was prepared the
day before the committee met simply

amused the members. The roars of mer-
riment which followed the reading of the
words "after listening to argument" at-
tested the utter worthlessness of the rec-
ognition. The bosses were not helped by
the interference. The effect of the meet-
ing was just the reverse of.what the po-
litical manipulators hoped for. It was
seen at a glance that McKinley of Los
Angeles, the Postmaster of Santa Rosa,
Walter Parker of the State Board of Ex-
aminers and other lights of the State
push were brought to San Francisco to
boost Boss Kelly in his efforts to gain
control of the municipal government. The
citizens resented the meddling of out-
siders in local affairs and expressed their
resentment by joining the Republican Pri-
mary League.
