Why Is It that to-day flags are at haif-
mcst over all Christendom?; Why Is It that
not only In all homes of rich and poor all
over this land, but elso in the palaces of
Emuvororg, Presidenta and Viceroys
bomes of middle-clarsss and peasants
arovund the world therz Is genuine mourn-
ing to-night?

Here i5 a man who won his way stepby
step from the ranks of common life to the
highest position a man can occupy in this
world. 1 do not mean merely that he won
his way to the President’s chair—that was
a kreat thing—but he was more than a
mere occupant of an exalted position. He
was a man who adorned his high office,
and great as it was, he conferred as much
honor upon it as it conferred upon him. It
was sald of Dom ‘Pedro of Drazil that he
rose- above the accident: of Emperor and
was 2 man. So Willlam McKinley was
mére than Presideni—e was that noblest
thing rn earth, a_man, full-rounded. great
and true. The glory of his life was not
that from his carly manhood he was stead-
ily calied to positions of higher and higher
rank until he reached the highest, but that
he rang true whenever the ocvasicn struck.

The Rev. E. Nelander, pastor of the
church, delivered the sermon. He chose
for his text Deuteronomy, 34:4: “I have
caused thee to =ee it with thine eyes, bu
thou shalt not entér therein.”” In part he
sald:

The Hebrew lawgiver saw the promised
land from the heights of Pisgah, but he

was not to enter therein. [t is singular
how (frequently something like this hap-
pens to shapers of human history., They

have a vision of great things to come for
their nation, things toward which thay
themselves have wrought, but their feet
stop on the threshold. The day before
President McKinley was stricken he had
told the nation something of what he had
seen on his mount of vision as he took a
wider outlook, and then came the doom.
Such sacrifices cannot be wholly in vain
Somehow things must work out blessing
for the nation. Let this nation ponder well
that President McKinley was shot, not
because of personal enmity, hut solely be
cause he was the embodiment of law and
authority.

We have been too tolerant of anarchists.
Our national fault is our good, easy endur
ance of elements that are poisoning our
life blood. We endure political corruption
the exactions of oppressive corporations
and we endure the mouthings of red an
archists. For this brogd toleration, our
pardoning by a State executive of convicted
anarchist murderers, the unrestruined (ree
dom of speech and vile caricature we have
been rewarded by the influx of those whe
believe in doing only that which is right in
thelr own eyes. In the robes of death s
martyred President Is more potent than in
the garb of life. The erown of earthly
fame, the better crown of fadeless love he-
longs to him. In times to come his ex-
ample will be recalled to incite youth: his
words will be repeated to inspire ! ]
citizenship: his mestic tenderness and
love will pass into song and story: his vev-
erent mind will he portrayed to teach the
ungodly & serious lesson. Lost to cur na
tional councils Is the wisdom of & grest
soul, but he will seem to gulde us »till
Over our mighty land will the lagacy ol
his life extend and ald us all to higher
life.
