OAKLAND TEAMSTERS CONFER.

22.—The loeal union
of teamsters, with the consent of the Clty
Front Federatlon, has agreed to let its
members go back to work under the old
conditions, provided they be not required
to work with non-unlon drivers, Bome cf
the employers consented, at a conference

to-night, to this condition, and the pro-
posal will be submitted to others to-mor-

The People's Express was not present at
the conference to-night, and what action
they will take is not known. The Mer-
chants' Express got around the strike by
making all of Its empioyes stockholders
and then working them as owners. The
Merchants' Express in this way got all
the men It needs, The Teamsters' Union
refuses to recognize this, and the men say
that they will not work for the Merchants'
Express until the so-called stackholduers
are discharged. The Austin Freight and
Transfer Company hag been getting along
with non-unfon help, ana were not pros.
ent at the conference to-night.

As the business of all the draying and
express companies on this slde of the bay
had dropped off owing to the strike in
Ban Franclseo, but a fraction of the men
who went out on strike will be able 1o
find work, but as it is, practically all
strikes are off in Oakland, and frelght
can be handled as rapldly as It can be
landed on the docks.

In a few sec-
ondg the whole area of the colllslon be-
came a huge lake of burning petroleum,
Trees and everything inflammable within
an area of a quarter of a square mile were
destroyed,

There were some ghastly scenes. A girl
was burned to death in sight of both her
parents, who escaped. M. Dinu, a Rou-
manian milllonaire, got his foot jammed
| in the wreckage and begged one of the
train guards 'o sever the foot with an
ax, promising him a large reward Il he
would do so. Before the guard could help
him he sank back Into the flames and
was burned to death.

Grip Slips Rope and a
Serious Collision
Occurs.

Passenger Carriers Crash To-
gether at Washington and

Mason Streets.

Vietims Are Taken to Drug Store by

Railroad Employes and Right
to Communicate With
Them Denied,

Car 472 of the Washington-street iino
of the Market-streel Rallway Company i
system crashed into car 407 of tha Mom-i].
street branch at'the corner of Masgon nnd
Washington streets about 12:20 a'clock
this morning. Hoth ears were demaollghod
and seven passengers and the conductor
of car 472 were Injured,

Just how the aceldent accurred 18 n
question, It Is said that Gripman Miteh-
ell lost the rope at the corner of Jones
and Washington streets, and left his car
with hook in hand and attempted te cateh
the rope. The car started down the hlil,
gaining Impetus each moment, At *he
corner of Mason street, it erashed intn
ear 407 that was standing on the track,
and carrled it to the corner of Powell
etreet, whers both jumped the track. Al
nlong the line of the road woodwork nnd
Elass were scattered,

A number of passengers wera on both
cars, but just hoaw many no one can tell,
Bome of them were taken to n drugstore
In the vieinity, where thelr wounds wera
dressed, and the more merlously Injured
were put te bed in the lodging-house on
the opposite wmide of the strest to the
power-house, At both places the greatest
secrecy was malntained and the badly
brulsed passengers were Instructed not to
epenk about the matter, except to econs
firm the statement that eight persons
were Injured.

At the rallroad office the recelver sald
he had heard of an accldent, but did not
think any one had been hurt. A woman
wis sald to have been among those in-
Jured,

Wil Davis, conductor of the runaway
car, who was rendered unconsclous in the
accident, was lmmedlately removed to
the Recelving Hospital, His face and
hands, were badly bruigsed and injured,
and he probably suffered internal Injurles
He remained unconscious for some time
after reaching the hospital.

On regalning €onsclousness he sald that
he could not aeccount for the aceldent.
The rain had rendered the tracks slip-
pery, but this fact, he pointed out, was
not mlone responsible for the aceldent,
which he I8 inclined to attribute to a de-
fectlve grip. After he gaw that the grip-
muan had lost control of the car and thut
he could not agaln regain it until level
graund was reached, Davis said the only

thing to do was to keep trying
with the rear brake and awalt re-
sults. When the cars crashed to-
gether he  was  rendered uncon-

sclous and remembered none of the de-
talls of the excitement that followed the
collision, After his wounds were dressed
Davis was removed to the Rallroad Hos-
pltal,

L. Cracker, who resides at 1215 Taylor
strect, sustained a fractured kneecap and
contusions of the legs In the accldent.
The fractured kneecap was set by Dr.
Bell, after which Cracker was removed
to ‘his home.

Jeffries, the gripman of car 407, which
was demolished, was badly brulsed apd
was sent to his home. The conductor of
this car was turning in his fares when
the accident occurred.

Every effort was made to suppress all
news concerning the accldent. At the
drug store, where they were taken, com-
munication with the Injured was dented,
and in the lodging-house abeve, which
was converted into a temporary hospital,
the same rule obtained. As soon as pos-
sible the Injured men were removed to
their homes.

Shortly after the accident 4t Washington
and Mason streets was reported to the
Recelving Hospital, a McAllister-street
car ran Into an obstruction at McAllls-
ter and Leavenworth streets and gave
{te load of passengers a shaking up, A
patrol wagon was hurried to the scene,
but in answer to inquiries of the police
the conductor reported no one injured,

Bubsequently, however, Fred Simmons
and T, Flaherty visited the Recelving
Hospital to have some minor Injuries
which they suffered iIn the acecldent
dressed. Thelr injuries were slight, and
after recelving treatment they went to
their homes. *

Bishops Dudley of Kentucky and Ferguson of Cape Palmas, Africa,

He became Bishop at
a time when the church in Kentucky: was
agitated over the secession of Bishop
Cummings, but by his ‘moderation and
wisdom, combined with fine administra-
tive ability and a persuasive eloquence,
he has succeeded In restoring unity and
has ralsed the church in Kentucky to a
hlgh state of prosperity,
utside of his own dlocese Bishop Dud-
ley is best known for his work for the
colored people.
