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DIL SHIPPERS
WIN AVIGTORY

Railroad Commission Re-
duces the Rates on
Petroleum

Blackstock Dissents From De-
cision and Files Volumin-

ous Opinion.

The shippers of crude petroleum from
the Bakersfield district have won a signal
wvictory over the ralircad companies that
carry oil from the valley points to San
Francisco. For several months the case
of John Le Blanc against the Southern
Pacific and Santa Fe railroads has been
waged before the Railroad Commission.
The best attorneys in the law depart-
ments of the public carriers were called
into service and the case was tried with |
earnest legal and forensic force.

It is now all ended. The real point of
contention was whether the rate of 42

cents a barrel charged by the railroads
Was unreasonable or not Two of the
Rallroad Commissioners have found that
it was. They ascertained that the profit
of carrying amounted to 84-10 cents on
every barrel of petroleum. This has been
proaounced unreasonable by two of the
Commissioners—C. 8. Laumeister and E.
B. Edson; so they have fixed a new rate,
which will take effect November 1, at
37 8-19 cexnts per barrel.

N. Blackstock in a voluminous opinioxg
dissents from the decision on legal
grounds and concludes that the complain-
ant has failed to show that the former
rate is wunreasonable or to establish
grounds that would justify the board in
setlting aside said rate and promulgating a
new onc in its stead.

REGENTS AGREE
UPON NEW PLAN

Assume Fuller Control
of the Department of
Medicine.

Many Recommendations by
University President
Adopted.

A more complete control of the Medical
Department of the University of Califor-
nia will be assumed after January 1,
1902, by the regents of the university. The
funds that the Medical Department now
receives from tuition fees and other
sources will be handled as are other uni-
versity funds and the board of trustees
that now govern this department will re-
linquish its control. This course was de-
cided upon at *he meeting held yesterday
afternoon, at which were present Regents
Pendleton, Irving, Wheeler, Barnes, Budd,
Ellinwood, Heaist, Hellman, Houghton,
Reinstein, Rowell, Slack and Wallace, the
last named prasiding.

The report of the finance committee,
recommending that the Sacramento build-
ing at 21 and 23 First street, recently dam-
aged by fire, be repaired at a cost of $8302,
]We'tlb' adopted and a contract was ordered

President Wheeler submitted the follow-
ing, the recommendations being adopted:

i Many New Appointments.

I recommend (1) the appointment of George
W. Shaw, Ph.D., as assistant professor of ag-
ricultural chemistry, in charge of beet sugar
industry, at $1500 per annum, from January
1, 1%2. Dr. Shaw has received the degrees of
A.B., AM. and Ph.D. from Dartmout: Col-
lege. He was for two years professor of chem-
istry and physics at Whitman College, Walla
Walla, Wash.; resigned to accept a similar
position at pPacific University, Forest Grove,
Ur.; after two years resigned to become pro-
fessor of chemistry in the Oregon State Agri-
cultural College and chemist of the Oregon
Agricultural Experiment Station. During the
nine years while he was professor of chemistry
at the Oregon State Agricultural College Dr.
Shaw was also State chemist of Oregon. He
published fifteen agricultural bulletins and
was a constant contributor to the agricultural
press. Dr. Shaw has in the press of the Ameri-
can Book Company an elementary manual of
chemistry and is now at work upon a book on
the manufacture of beet sugar. He has had
much experience as a lecturer at farmers' in-
stitutes. He comes to the University of Cali-
fornia from Grand Junction, Colo., where for
the last two years he has been chief chemist
and agricultural expert for the Colorado Sugar
Manutacturing Company.
. The appointment of J. H. Severin of Mo-
desto, Cal., as assistant in butter makin:Nat

o~
vember and December, 1801. Mr. Severin was
a member of the Wisconsin Dairy School, class
of 1885. Since then he has been engaged in
creamery work on the Pacific Coast and has
won~a high reputation as a butter maker and
creamery manaZzer.

3. The appointment of James Hopper, Ph.B.,
'98, ag, assistant in French., at the rate of $30
per mcnth from September 1, 1901

5. The appointment of Miss Louisa Adele
Place as assistant in physical culture, at the
rate of $40 per month from August 14, 1901

6. The appointment of Mrs. Sadie Edgar as
assistant janitor in the women's gymnasium,
at the rate of $30 a month from August 14,

President’s Messenger Resigns.

7. With regret I present the resignation of
John Maison as janitor of North Hall, to take
effect Beptember 30, 1901. Mr. Maison has been
for thirteen years in the service of the uni-
versity. He was for nine yvears the president's
messenger. He was the first volunteer to en-
list in California for the Civil War. He served
for egix years in the First California Volunteers
and in the Second United States Artillery. As
he is the recipient of a pension from the Gov-
ernment and as he is advanced in years, Mr.
Maison will now retire from work.

I recommend the following appointments in
the medical department:

8. That Dr. Leo Newmark, now lecturer on
neural pathology, be appointed professor of
neurology. Dr. Newmark began his studies in
the University of California, then went to Ger-
many; in 1887 received the degree of M. D.
from Strassburg, and the same year took the
German staatsexamen,

9. That Dr. Robert Orton Moody be appointed
assistant in anatomy at $1000 for the current
academic year. I recommend that of this sum
$500 be supplied from the amount appropriated
for the department of anatomy, and that the
remainder be taken from the funds of the med-
ical department. Dr. Moody was born in Buf-
falo, N, Y. in 1864; studied in the Buffalo High
School, and afterward in the Buffalo State Nor-
mal School; entered Cornell in 1885; graduated
from Cornell in 1891 with the degree of B. S.
in natural history; from 1891 to 1893 he was in-
structor in histology in the Yale Medical School,
having practically entire charge of the de-
partment, givng all the lectures and conduct-
ing all the recitations and laboratofy work. In
1894 he received the degree of M. D. from
Yale. He spent the following vear in New York
in graduate study. From 1895 to 1900 Dr. Moody
practiced medicine in New Haven, holding
meanwhile, the position of assistant in path-
ology in the Yale Medical School. Dr. Moody
cames to California from Cornell, where for the
past year he has been assistant in anatomy.

Generous Gifts to University.

10. T recommend a vote of thanks to the heirs
of Professor Joseph Le Conte for their generous
gift to the university of the bulk of his library.
The collection contains many well-nigh in-
valuable books, periodicals and scientific pa-
pers. An exceedingly interesting part of the
gift is the index rerum, an extraordinarily full
card index to Professor Le Conte's scientific
reading for the past fifty years,

11. It affords me much pleasure to report the
gift to the department of pharmacy from a
number of friends of cash donations amount-
ing to $650 for the library and equipment fund
of the post-graduate course, and in addition a
gift of 281 pharmaceutical books, periodicals
and pamphlets for the department library. Mr.
H. E. Law has presented to the university a
Schumacher duplicating machine, with inter-
changeable dies and necessary accessories. This
will prove a very useful addition to the equip-
ment of the pharmaceutical library. The ma-
cuine represents a money value of $200. I re-
commend that a vote of thanks be extended to
Mr, Law.

12. T recommend a vote of thanks to Dr. E.
Sander for his generous offer to defray the en-
tire expense of sending a delegate from the
department of pharmacy to the meeting of the
American Pharmaceutical Association in St.
Louis. The department was represented by its
dean, Dr. W, M, Searby.

The agricultural lands at Menlo Park,
belonging to the Flood enddowment, were
ordered rented to the present tenant for
$1000 a vear.

The request of the Louisiana Purchase
Exposition for a loan of the Alaskan
commercial exhibit was referred to the
department of anthropology to determine
what portions might be safely shipped.
