mittee in support of his ‘statement filead
to the eﬂect that the water was not im-

ure. Schussler called attention to Pro-

essor Milgard’'s published statement that
the water was potable. Chairman D’An-
; cona asked if the watershed from which
the creek is supplied was a residence dis-
trict and Schussler replied that it was in
the Richmond district, which had a sewet
system leading out to the sea. Schussler
said he would be willing to buy such a
distriet as a water Source if the quality
of water was as good as that of the Lo-
bos Creek water.

E. E. Troy, a resident of the district
named submitted samples of the water
drawn from the pipes at his home. One
of the samples was thick with mud.

Schussler agreed to file a map of the
district supplied from Lobos Creek, and
the Board of Health will report the per-
centage of continuous fevers since o=
vember 1, the date when the water was
first used as compared with previous
periods.

City Chemist Green filed a report of the
analyses of two samples taken from the
tank and the dam, but declined to inter-
gret his findings until further analyses

ad been made. A meeting of the com-
mittee will be held in two weeks to re-
celve the reports and to hear Supervisor
Reed in rebuttal of Schussler's statement
to the board.
