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HOTEL ARRIVALS.

All the evidence in the oil rate cases
taken before Railroad Commissioners
Laumeister, Edson and Blackstock ha 3
been made a part of the record and the
arguments have begun. W. A. Worthing-
ton testified yesterday afternoon, and
when his cross-examination was conclui
ed by Frank N. Short. Attorney Sterry
began his argument Inbehalf of the San-
ta Fe road.

Worthlngton is the chief statistician of
the Southern Pacific operating depart-
ment, and was armed with figures. Ac-
cording to his testimony the company's
heaviest locomotive weighs twenty-six
tons and is capable of hauling 850 tons.
The smallest of the locomotives has a
weight of fifteen tons. Trains on the Val-
ley division run from 400 to 800 tons, the
average of which was placed at 658 tons
on the line from Bakersfield to San Fran
Cisco. Out of this 658 tons 313 tons are
actual paying freight. Worthington's fig-
ures showed a cost of $1 84 per ton
mile, minus interest, and $1 10 for return-
ing the empties. Worthington concluded
with a lengthy statement on the grades
between Bakersfield a.id Oakland.

Sterry's argument v.-«is on the lines of
railroad justice and fairness in fixing the
rates. He claimed that the railroad com-
panies, had a right to fix such rates as
would give them a raasonable profit on
the money invested, r.nTf that the Commis-
sioners did not have the right to say that
8 cents a barrel on oil was too much u-\
less they compared '.t with every othercommodity. Sterry citod legal opinions
to support his contention. When he
reached the "fair-minded Commissioners"
he raised his voice on high against Tne
Call editorial of Tuesday morning.~

The case went over until Saturday
morning.
