OMAHA, Neb., Jan. 2I.—The report that
the Union Pacific system will spend $20,-
000,000 in improvements west of Ogden
this year was officially verified to-day by
Jullus Kruttschnitt, fourth vice presi-
dent and general manager of the South-
ern Pacific Railway. The statement Is
tne first official confirmation of the ru-
mors and was issued after an all-day
conference with President Burt, Krutt-
schnitt said:
