Washington Crop Bulletin.

The report of G. N. ESalisbury, section
€trector United States Weather Bureau, for the

Washington Crop Bulletin, weck ended June 2,

i= as follows:

“An unususily warm spell at the beginning
of the weck during which the maximum tem-
perature was between 50 degrees and 90 de-
Erece at different places, was followed by a
steady decrease in tempersture, and on the
20th  there were cold showers, with hall
mingled. On the morning of the 30th there was
light frost in some localities in the eastern
Gounties. The hail did some damage to young

it, and the frost slightly injured tender
Wegetables. The dry spell with the three warm
days warmed up the soll so that the crops have
grown well, notwithstanding the cool weather
of the greater part of the past week.

“Grass clover, alfaifa and grain of all sorts
have flourished. Considerable alfalfa is now
about ready for cutting; a small amount has
been cut. Wheat, both spring and winter, is
in wvery satisfactory condition. The reports
from the Palouse country are extremely favor-
able. Barley in Columbla County and oats in
Ekagit County are above the average. Hops
are making good progress. Early potatoes are
in blossom and looking splendid; late ones are
growing micely, except on very wet solls. Sugar
beets are in satisfactory condition.

“Good reports come from the peach sections,
east of the mounteins, and the outlook for ap-
ples is, on the whole, favorable. But cherries,
prunes and pears have dropped off sc that only
& small erop is left. Etrawberries are ripening
and with favorable westhsr for the next two
weeks the crop will be large.”

Dried Fruit in New York.
