ANOTHER MINNEAPOLIS

He Is Accused of Committing Perjury

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn., June 16.—The

trial of Christopher Ncrbeck of the de-
tective force, for bribery, was Interrupted
to-day by a .sensational occurrence;
George E. Harvey, another detective, had
testified with reference to the swindling
of one, Peter Burg, out of a check by
confidence men. Asked ifhe received any
money from Burg, he said he had not.
The State then put Burg on the stand, and
Burg swore that he had paid Harvey $70
for recovering his check. This testimony
was corroborated by another witness.
Judge Harris immediately ordered Harvey
committed for perjury and recommended
that the bribery affair be investigated by
the Grand Jury.
