sufficient to disturb the general confidence in
a favorable outcome. The week's events in themoney market have given convincing evidence
of the enormous requirements of the country
growing out of the unprecedented activity in
all directions. Millions have been shipped to
interior points by the New York banks, and
foreign bankers In New York have renewed
their borrow-In* In foreign money market*.
Tills foreign borrowlnr bae averted an outward
movement of gold, which iithus shown to bo
more urgently required at home. The exi-
gencies of the corn corner In Chicago are as-
signed as a reason for the larg^e dcnvuid for
currency there, but the demand comes as well
from Southern points, and Chicago's demand is
reflected from laree demand upon that center
from 'Western and Northwestern ooints. Th«
banks of the country at. large are. In fact,
withdrawing their deDOslts from the reserve
cities for their own home needs. The active
demand for money may be one of the most Im-portant Indications of a. country's prosperity
up to the point where productive enterprise
outruns consumctive needs, but active trad^
demands for money are commonly looked to
interfere with speculative activity In securi-ties.

It Is suf-ficiently obvious that the prevailing sentimentamong eecurity holders is one of confidence inthe maintenance of prosperous conditions of
the country »nd the continuance of the present
earning rower ot securities. Holders of rail-
road etocly; especially ehow no disposition to
part vith their property, but no general public
demand for stocks is aroused by the tactics- of
the party which seeks to lead a bull movement.
The active leaders seem to feel themselves ex-
empt from danger of a stringency In the money
market and have dealt freely in Etocks, shift-ing operations from, one quarter of the marketto another, but confining their operations to a
few leading stocks in each group. The sym-
pathetic Influence of these special movements
upon th» general list has been strengthening
and It U hig-hly probable that they are de-
signed to support values to some extent and
thus to guard the credits which the eame large

Iarg6 amount of cut
hay has been Injured. With favorable weather
this week much of the lodged grain and grass
¦will corne up again, and considerable cut hay
willb« &aved la laircondition. The rains have
injured ripe cherrieb by causing them to burst
and mold, and. a second crcp of weeds has.Etarted on cummer fallowed land, which will
necessitate a second cultivation. The grain
harvest also ¦will be delayed about a week on
account of the cool weather.

The rains have bsca ot vast benefit to spring
grain, reseeded fields ot wheat, potatoes, corn,
sercens. pastures and all late crops. In the
'iranae Rotde Valley and in Southern Oregon
they have been especially beneficial, as the
preceding droughty conditions were beginning1

to cause alarm, and spring wheat that it vrza
thought would have to be eut for hay will now
make a heavy crop. Wheat is fillingnicely,
but in Ucis-tilla County much smut is reported.

Hcpa. com and gardens are thrifty,but back-
ward, and need bright., sunshiny weather. The
outlook is favorable for a good crop of apples.
