George Newhall. president of the Pre-
eidio road, appeared before the commit-
tee and offered to sell the svstem to the
City for 5550,000. representing 10,000 shares
at $55 per share, together with interest
'at 5 per cent from the year of the foun-
dation of the road, less the dividends
already paid during a period of twenty
years. Jesse W. LQienthal, attorney for
•the road, stated that the amount actual-ly paid in per share of stock was $55 and
the dividends amounted to 20 cents per
ehare each month, or about 6 per cent on
the capitalization.

An interesting point was raised by Su-
pervisor Wynn, who quoted from the
charter to show that it would be neces-
sary to submit the Union-street road
proposition to the people as well as that
of the acquisition of the Geary street
road by the municipality.

The Supervisors' Public Utilities Com-
mittee yesterday recommended the adop-
tion of a resolution by the board reject-
Ing the offer of the Presidio and Ferries
Railway Company to sell the Union-street
road to the city. The resolution recites
that in the opinion of the Board of Su-
pervisors the offer submitted by the com-
pany named is not so advantageous to
the municipality as the one to acquire
by original construction a municipal rail-
road upon Geary and other streets In ac-
cordance with plans furnished by the City
Engineer.

Leaving her there the poundmen arrested
her husband and charged him at the po-
lice station with battery.- ¦

Two hundred and thirty-tv.-o somewhat

Chief Examiner Moran made a short
address to the men and explained to them
the rules governing the examination. He
v.timed them against talking to one an-
other. Commissioner Murdock also said
a few words to the applicants and told

ous, as they had from 1:30 p. m. to 6:30
p. m. wherein to complete their papers.

Early yesterday morning Civil Service
Commissioners Louis Ohnimus, C. A.
Alurdock and P. H. McCarthy and Chief
-Examiner Moran each submitted fifteen
questions, and from the total of sixty fif-
teen were chosen for the examination.

The first subject was, "General Knowl-
edge of Duties," the maximum points to
be gained being seven. The second sub-
ject was, "Writing of Reports," on which
the applicant could make a possible two
points. The last was, "Arithmetic,"
which gave the man answering all the
Questions correctly one point.
in order to pass the examination the

men must make 75 per cent. There were
originally 407 applicants, but 175 of these
failed to pass tne physical and athletic
examination, leaving 232 to face the civil
service test.
