LOMPOC. July 29.—The earthquake
which occurred on Sunday night was of a
more serious nature than was at first re-
ported, although the accounts sent out to
San Francisco papers other than The Call
have been greatly exaggerated, especially
as to the damage in the town of Lompoc
and in Lompoc Valley. Itwas more seri-
ous north of Santa Ynez River and did
considerable damage there. Most of the
chimneys on the houses on that side of
the river were shaken down, stoves
knocked over and a greater portion of the
dishes broken. Several water tanks' were
toppled over, the tops of several hills were
shaken off and the sides of the hills gave
way. These strange sights can be plainly-
seen from the town of Lompoc.

Santa Ynez River still continues Its
freakish changes. As the bed of the river
is partly composed of quicksand, the se-
vere" shaking that it got causes the sand
to shift often. At times water will ap-
pear at certain places and a short time
afterward the river bed will be perfectly
dry.

Deputy District Attorney Leslie, at Los
Alamos, has obtained the exact time of
each quake and the length of its continu-
ance. He explained the shocks of to-day
as first a rumbling sound and then a re-
port similar to that of the discharge of acannon. He has traveled over the en-
tire territory affected and confirms the
reports published in The Call to-day.

The work of rebuilding the destroyed
property of the Western Union Oil Com-pany will begin at once, but the produc-
tion necessarily will be small until suita-
ble storage tanks are built to hold it.Manager McKay of the company says
that the rebuilding will be on such lines
that it will take an earthquake of great
violence to destroy the tanks.

Several lightquakes were felt at San-
ta Maria, but not of sufficient force tocause any alarm. However, the people of
that city are prepared to leave theirhomes on the slightest warning. The
weather conditions throughout the district
remain about the same, hot and sultry,
causing uneasiness among the inhab-
itants.

The damage at the Careaga oil wells
seems to have been greater than at first
reported. Three thousand barrels of oil
was destroyed and the massive tanks are
a pile of twisted and bent metal and can
be of no further use to the company. Thedilapidated pipe line will be a total loss
to the company and considerable time
will be needed to replace the destroyed
sections.

There is not a chimney standing on a
residence in the entire district.

SANTA BARBARA, July 29.—After
spending last night in tents, the people of
Los Alamos are now recovering from the
effects of the recent earthquakes, al-
though several slight shocks were report-
ed to-day. ,The extent of the damage
done has not yet been fully ascertained,
but it willreach $15,000 at least. Scarcely
a building in the district escaped dam-
age, and furniture, dishes, glassware and
pictures were in some cases entirely
ruined. Deep fissures in the earth may
ba seen in many places, varying from
two to ten feet in depth.

GIVES UP WIFE;
KEEPS HIS COIN

Extra men have been added to the police
force and every effort is being made to
prevent further assassinations.

The City Council held a special meeting
this afternoon and passed a resolution di-
rected against the carrying of arms of any
description

—
a law that will work a mark-

ed innovation in this border town. Any
man not an officer found bearing arms
willbe arrested, no matter what his ex-
cuse, and prosecuted, 'me Council ap-
pealed to all good citizens, laying before
them the dangers that threaten the city
and asking them to co-operate with the
officers in stopping the dangerous practice
of carrying eix-shooters. As a matter of
course, cowboys from the surrounding
ranges have been allowed to ride into the
city with a brace of revolvers in their
belts, but now even they must leave their
weapons outside the city limits.

When the murder of Arena became gen-
erally known excitement arose to fever
heat. Everywhere there was talk of a
lynching and trouble is feared.

According to their storjr, one of the
trio stepped up behind Arena and struck
him on the head with a short, thick club,
felling him to the pavement. The other
two then set upon him and'beat him until
he expired. The assassins fled, believing
that the officers could obtain no clew by
which to track them.

Arena was waylaid late at night on a
dark street in the Mexican quarter and as
his tody was not discovered until morn-
ing, his assassins had a good start. Of-
ficer Pacheco, who captured both of the
other murderers, learned that associates
of Teodoro Klias, the murderer of Police-
man Katzenstein, had. been seen in that,
neighborhood about the time the murder
was committed, and he started out in
search of them, landing them without a
fight in the outskirts of the city, just as
they were leaving for Sonora. Pacheco has
a reputation as a gunflghter and the mur-
derers evidently feared to offer any re-
sistance. They gave their names as Jesus
Samanelgo and Cruz ¦ Mungia. When
searched in the County Jail they con-
fessed the crime, implicating the third
man, who is stillat large.

TUCSON, Ariz., July 29.—Tucson Is ter-
rorized by an epidemic of murders. The
third citizen to fall a victim to the band
of Mexican assassins was Vecente Arena,

a prominent Mexican, who -was found
dead on a side street last night, his head
crushed to a jelly. The crime was perpe-
trated by three Mexicans, associates of
the two murderers now confined in the
County Jail, and their motive was the
same

—
revenge. Two ¦ of- the Mexicans

have been captured and the officers are
hot on the trailof the third, who was last
seen making his way on horseback with
all speed toward the Mexican line.
