Advices were recelved saying that in Sonoma
County bids were being made of 25c for 1902
contrdet, yet one dealer stated contracts for
1902 Hops were being offered from California
at 20c, Advices recelved from up the State re-
ported a poor outlook for the 1002 ecrop, and
the present idea of the crop seems to be of a
yield of about one-half the size of last sea-
son. Cable advices received from London read
as follows: ‘Crop prospects unfavorable; no
change wo¢rth reporting; everything remains
about the same. Crop prospects unchanged
and doubtful.” There has developed latterly
a tendency to lower estimates slightly of the
yield of the English crop. At present the gen-
eral idea seems to be of a crop of about 400,000
cwt, yet some are estimating slightly under
these res.’
