Dr. Wilcox came to California in 1883
and settled at Healdsburg, where he re-
mained till 1S90, when he became a mem-
ber of the faculty of the California Med-
ical College of this city. The deceased
was of a genial disposition and he hada wide acquaintance. He was physician
of> Court Star of the Mission, Ancient
Order of Foresters, for many years.
Mrs. Wilcox proved to be a faithful nurse
at her husband's bedside for several
weeks. The interment will take place at
Healdsburg on Sunday next.

Dr. AVilcox was a native of Illinois,
where he was born February 25, 1850. He
was educated at Elgin, hi., and studied
medicine at the Bennett Medical College
at Chicago, from which he graduated in
1873. He went to St. Clair County, 111.,
where he practiced for several years. On
May 25, 18<4, he married Miss Leila Leola
Varner of that county, and the fruit of
the union is four children, Mrs. Grace E."
Bond, livingat San Jose; Dr. William V.
Wilcox of this city, L. Leota Wilcox and
J. Blair.o Wilcox, the two latter residing
with their mother near Cloverdale.

A few days after cutting his finger Dr.
Wilcox recognized the, unfailing symp-
toms of blood poisoning, but he paid lit-
tle attention to them. He went to his
ranch near Cloverdale and remained
there in the belief that he could work
the "virus out of his veins, but his con-
dition grew worse and he returned to the
city and entered the sanatorium two
months ago. His condiuon grew worse
irom day to day, and within two weeks
Ms life wag despaired of. He rallied sev-
eral times, and for a time it was be-
lieved he might recover. T His failure to
take nourishment, owing to the highly
inflamed condition of hia throat, wasted
his frame to a mere, skeleton and sapped
his vitality completely. He grew worse
rapidly and deatn enaed his sufferings at
the hour named. He passed away m the
presence of his wife, Mrs. Leila u., and
son. Dr. William V. "Wilcox.

Dr. W. O. Wilcox, for many years a
practitioner in this city and well known
'n all parts of the State, died at the
Buena Vista Sanatorium at 3 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon after an Illness of more
than two months. Death was due to
blood poisoning caused by, the doctor
cutting his finger while dissecting before
a class at the California Medical Col-
lege, of which institution he held the
faculty position of demonstrator ¦ of
anatomy. Dr. AVllcox was a skilled an-
atomist and as a surgeon he ranked high.

ACCIDENTAL DEATH
REVEALS DEFALCATION

MOKELUMNE HILL,Aug. 14.—An at-
tempt was made last night about 12
o'clock to set fire to the town by piling
straw in an outhouse and Igniting it.
This occurrence confirms the suspicion
that the big fire of last week, which laid
waste a large part of the town and did
damage to the extent of about $25,000, was
the act of an Insane man, who is vbeliev-
ed to have escaped from the Stockton
Asylum. The man has been seen in these
parts for several weeks, but repeated at-
tempts to . find and capture him have
proved futile. He lives in the woods sur-
rounding this place, and subsists by for-
aging in orchards and gardens during the
night.

A few moments before last night's fire
was discovered the Incendiary was seen
by the night watchman beating a hasty
ietreat from the scene of the fire.

CINCINNATI,Ohio. Aug. 14.—The fight
between the American Federation of La-
bor and the American Labor Union was
brought before the convention of the In-
ternational Typographical Union to-day
by a letter to President Lynch from H. L.
Sholdlce of the Laundry Workers' Union
of Denver. Sholdice wanted the printers
to restrict their membership strictly to
printers and not Include printers who are
also members of the Machinists' Union
or other unions. The proposition was
voted down, as was also a proposition- to
exclude married women from membership
in the Typographical Union.

Among the letters of greetings to-day
was one from President Gompers of the
American Federation of Labor.

When It came to voting for the next
meeting place. Salt Lake City was with-
drawn and the ballot resulted in the se-
lection of Washington. D. C.

A resolution was adopted thanking the
Detroit Board of Education for adopting
union school books. A proposition was
discussed at length that the practice of
foremen of selecting their forces from day
to day, or not having any regular situa-
tions, be prohibited. It was regarded as
doing away with the phalanx system and
was finally recommitted for reconstruc-
tion after numerous amendments.

A proposition that was made a law pro-
vides that a strike or lockout may be de-
clared off by a. majority vote of the union
involved, whilea three-fourths vote is nec-
essary to declare a strike or lockout.

After a long discussion no change was
made in the law for foremen to observepriority in giving out positions. The mat-
ter was left to local unions for enforce-ment. '

Braunhart argued that the continuous• welve-hour-a-day system could not be
inaugurated without imposing additional
burdens on the taxpayers and predicted
that the amendment would be voted down
by the people. Brandensteln advocated
the twelve-hour watch for three days in
the week because the sum of 564,003 re-
quired for the purpose could be raised
Irom the regular tax levy and would do
away with the submission of a charter
amendment to go outside the dollar
limit.

The ordinance setting forth a charter
amendment raising the salaries of cap-
tains to $135, lieutenants and engineers to
$125 and hostlers to 575 per month went
over until Monday at 1:30 p. m., that it
might be ascertained if the engineers
would withdraw their petition for in-
creased salary. Incase they refuse, the
ordinance on the subject will be indefi-
nitely postponed on the ground that it is
inexpedient.

The Supervisors* Joint Committee on
c'harter Amendments, Finance and Ju-
diciary has agreed to provide In the next
budget for the employment of additional
i-'jbstltute members of the Fire Depart-
ment to insure a twelve-hour watch for
Jircmen for three or four days In the
week instead of a continuous wutch of
twenty-four hours as at present. In re-
turn for this action the firemen withdrew
their petition signed by 250 of thejr num-
ber, requesting the board to pass an
ordinance submitting to the people an
amendment to the charter providing for a
twelve-hour day for the members of the
Fire Department.
