Wealth Awaits Indian Woman Who
Spent Thirty-Eight Years North
of Arctic Circle.

SAN JOSE, Aug. 18.—After living thir-
ty-elght years north of the Arctic cirele,
Mrs. Chris Sonniksen, who made San
Jose her home for the past year, has
returned to Dawson City, where she will
settle up a large estate left by her hus-
band and then returm to this city and
educate her children. Mrs. Sonniksen is
a full-blooded Chugchi, of the most
northerly tribe of Indians on the Ameri-
can continent. A few years ago she met
Sonniksen, who was one of the first pros-
pectors in the Dawson country, and mar-
ried him. Until then she had never been
as far south as the Arctic circle. Thirty-
eight years of her life were spent in the
land of the midnight sun.

A year ago Sonniksen dled and the
woman brought his body to Watsonville
for burial, and then came to this city and
made her home here. Sonniksen was a
Norseman. He became possessed of the
idea that vegetables could be grown at
Dawson, He was the first to plant vege-
tables there, and at his death he left.a
large vegetable garden adjoining Dawson,
which is one of the most valuable assets
of the estate. Mrs. Sonniksen {inherits
from him a fortune of $200,000. has
two children attending the Longfellow
School 'n this city. As soon as she set-
tles the estate she Intends to return here
and build a fine home.
